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CJC 471 is intended to prepare criminal justice majors for an internship in our field and/or to serve as a 
capstone course in the major.  The course will consist of career exploration; development of career-
based documents to assist with internship and career placement; guest speakers currently working in 
the criminal justice field; brief experiences in meaningful criminal justice settings; an opportunity to 
prepare yourself for the internship and/or be more marketable for the internship placement and/or 
future employment.  All students looking to complete an internship in criminal justice, should 
refer to the following timeline: 
  

1 ½ years (18 months) prior to internship placement:  Meet with Professor Nickoli 
1 year prior to placement:  CJC 471 is a part of your course load 
  

If you are not completing an internship in criminal justice, you must meet with Professor Nickoli 
for permission to take the course at any time during the latter half of your junior year or your senior 
year.

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CJC450, Comparative Justice Systems, is a new course designed with an innovative approach to learning 
about criminal justice.  Spring, 2009 was the first time this course was offered.  It will be offered again 
Spring, 2010.  In Comparative Justice Systems, students learn about international approaches to and 
philosophies of justice.  A comparative approach sheds new light on the US justice system and how it 
interfaces with justice systems around the world.  In addition to regular class meetings, students 
accompany the instructor, Dr. Brown, to England (during spring break) to study the justice system in the 
UK.  Last year, the approximate funding needed by a student was $2000 to participate in the class to 
cover expenses related to travel, housing and food.  These resources are a part of the class and, 
therefore, financial aid may be used to fund this learning experience.
