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Personal Statement 


In my fourth year as a tenure-track assistant professor, I appreciate the continued opportunities I have to grow as an educator, author and productive member of the journalism department.  I also realize the challenge of maintaining one's commitment to and focus on the myriad of tasks and responsibilities of my position.  During my years at Ball State University, I have strived to learn how to work “harder and smarter” in and out of the classroom.  I am dedicated to achieving a consistent record of excellence.  My vita and the accompanying Progress Toward Tenure Portfolio is evidence of my performance since I joined the faculty in August 1996.  These materials document 1. teaching, 2. research/publishing creative endeavors/scholarly productivity, and 3. service.


As is stated in my vita, I believe my primary role in the department is as a scholar in the teaching of writing.  As a professional writer and communications consultant for 25 years, I offer the department extensive, proven experience.  I have a responsibility to expand the department's body of knowledge on improving the teaching of writing skills by researching the work of scholars and industry professionals.


I remain enthusiastic in my role as a writing instructor, and am proud of my reputation as a teacher who expects students to work hard and achieve high standards.  In my evaluations I continue to receive high marks from peers and students who see me as dedicated, accessible and supportive.  In the last four years I have written countless letters of recommendation for students, and I have been asked to serve on thesis and creative project committees.  My greatest reward is seeing my students succeed, whether on a classroom assignment, in a student publication, or in a writing contest.  I believe these successes generate a positive attitude throughout the department, and such attitudes can contribute significantly to improving student writing performance.


Our instructors are on the front line of our mission to improve our students' writing.  I am committed to helping our faculty become even better teachers.  In fall 1999 I was named news-editorial sequence coordinator.  As coordinator I am responsible for enhancing communi-cations among faculty, students, alumni and the media.  I am working to bolster enrollment in the news-editorial sequence, promote enhanced teaching and learning opportunities, and strengthen relations with industry professionals.  Since being named coordinator, I have instituted monthly news-ed (J210, J211) faculty meetings, expanded distribution of instructional materials (including syllabi and tests), formalized exit interview/portfolio guidelines, and established a national news-ed advisory board.


As an instructor interested in innovative approaches, I am currently participating (as a member of the CCIM Interdisciplinary “News Team”) in the development of a new course on information gathering (J299X), which would replace J210 for selected students.  If approved, I would team teach the course with T-Comm professor Steve Bell.  


Another important goal is enhancing our department's reputation with peers nationwide.  I am working to achieve that goal by publishing

articles in academic journals and presenting papers at regional and national conferences.  Our department also benefits when attention is paid to resources we have produced, such as our “Writer's Workshop” interactive Web site (which has recorded more than 6,000 “hits” since January 1998). We are also gaining recognition for having raised our standards and developed systematic approaches to the teaching of writing, one example of this being our Department of Journalism Entry Skills Diagnostic Test. 

Other ongoing efforts in this arena include the study of collaborative writing software programs, the introduction of portfolio assessment procedures, and the planning of a peer tutoring/writing center.


In an effort to expand and enhance my skills as an educator, I completed two of the BSU Academy of Teaching and Learning's summer 1999 workshops (in teaching practices and assessment).  In the last year I had also applied for two institute/fellowship opportunities with the American Society of Newspaper Editors (ASNE) 2000 Institute for Journalism Excellence and The Poynter Institute's “Competence in the Newsroom” fellowship seminar.  Unfortunately, my applications were not accepted.  But I will reapply to these and other opportunities in the future.


I am very proud of having three refereed journal articles published in the last year ('98-'99).  Two of these articles were in Journalism and Mass Communication Educator.  In addition, I have presented papers and

appeared as an invited panel member at conferences including the national conventions of AEJMC and SPJ.  I remain dedicated to researching, writing and publishing scholarly articles on such topics as the teaching of writing, literary journalism and religious social activism.


For 23 years I have been a published free-lance writer, and this

record has continued in the last year as I have written articles for national magazines, including Writer's Digest and American Legion, as well as local periodicals, such as The Star Press.  A major focus of my writer's life in the last few years has been in-depth coverage of religious social activism.  Currently, my 10,000-word literary journalistic account of people of faith is being considered by the Philadelphia Inquirer.  I am finishing my third* in a series of profiles of religious social activists with a narrative on an African-American minister who is leading an impressive community redevelopment effort on Chicago's southside.  The Chicago Tribune has expressed interest in this story.  (*The first of these nonfiction narratives was published in the June 1998 issue of Catholic Digest, with an international circulation of more than 500,000.) 


In the future, I plan to increase my professional service involvement with AEJMC and other organizations such as SPJ and the American Society of Journalists and Authors (ASJA).  Recently I had the opportunity to represent the department at a meeting of newspaper editors from across the country (The Cantigny Conference).  This was an excellent forum to promote our department with an interested national audience.  


Other areas for professional service include reviewing academic papers and manuscripts.  I continue to accept these and related assignments.  Within the department of journalism, I strive to be a supportive and productive faculty member, whether on committees or as an ad hoc writer/editor of departmental materials.   


In '98-'99 I enjoyed being a contributing columnist to the department's J Communiqué (Secondary Educ. Services) periodical and as a writing coach/adviser to the Phoenix alumni newsletter.  My ongoing duties include serving as coordinator of the Eugene S. Pulliam National Journalism Writing Award competition; as the liaison for the Academic Honors in Writing Program; and as a member of the Magazine Advisory Council.

My fifth year as a tenure-track assistant professor in the Department

of Journalism is defined by my ongoing commitment to excellence in teaching, research and service.  I continue to challenge myself to achieve more as an educator, author and productive member of the department.  My dedication to success mirrors the goals of our department as we enter a new millennium and anticipate the opening of our state-of-the-art building in 2001. 


Though proud of what I have accomplished to date as noted in my vita and accompanying (Progress Toward Tenure and Promotion Candidate Portfolio) binders, I am confident I will further enhance my teaching through new instructional methods and technological advancements (e.g., assessment techniques, collaborative writing programs, on-line journalism); bolster recruitment and faculty performance in the news-editorial sequence; expand the body of knowledge as a scholar in the teaching of writing; and achieve more distinguished publication as an author of literary journalism.

Teaching



My role as an instructor of undergraduate and graduate students remains of paramount importance.  I am enthusiastic in the classroom, where I strive to balance high standards with positive reinforcement.   As of spring 2000, the mean of my “overall rating as an instructor” (for fall and spring semesters since 1996) was 4.3 out of a possible 5.


The success of our journalism students is the best measure of our department's overall performance.  In this regard I was very pleased in the last year to recognize positive results of our department's commitment to writing (e.g., “The Writing Project”). In addition to these success stories, two of my former graduate students from J614 Writing Literary Journalism had their extended nonfiction narrative writing, which was produced for the class, published in regional publications.  Heather Gunter had her story on shaken baby syndrome published as a cover story and special supplement in The Star Press (November 9, 2000).  Paul Pogue had his feature on adult sexuality published in Nuvo, Indianapolis' alternative weekly newspaper (September 7, 2000).


Among the department's future writing-related challenges: maintaining faculty and student commitment to enhancing writing performance, incorporating on-line (multi-media) skill training in writing courses, and producing an innovative, responsive and productive writing curriculum in the journalism department. 


Another important goal of “The Writing Project” is to establish a Peer Tutoring Writing Center in the new Art and Journalism Building to address the needs of journalism and CCIM students for writer resources

and support services.  As News-Editorial sequence and departmental writing coordinator, I am also working with faculty to adopt more outcome-based (e.g., portfolio) assessment practices and classroom assessment techniques; update and expand the “Writer's Workshop” Web site; coordinate Entry Skills Diagnostic Testing; and provide master syllabi and other instructional materials as required.  Maintaining regular contact with News-Ed faculty, specifically J210/J211 instructors, remains an important part of my duties.  I am also engaged as a member of the interdisciplinary CCIM “News” team to explore strategic approaches to achieve convergence among instructional units and methodologies (e.g., print, broadcast, on-line).


In January 2000 I established a 10-person News-Editorial Sequence

Advisory Board, consisting of leading journalists, educators and media executives (including several BSU alumni).During the last year the board participated in a writing assessment/competency evaluation study, and met on-site in for a two-day agenda of meetings with faculty and students.
