Weekly trips outside the
city enabled students to visit sites including Stonehenge,
Dover Castle, and Canterbury Cathedral. BSU study
abroad programs such as the London Centre provide
both students and faculty with unique experiences that
broaden their own perspectives and enrich the entire BSU

This year we
celebrate 20 years of BSU degrees in Radiography and
Nuclear Medicine.

(spring); Ms. Beth Hahn was a program Instructor in the
spring. In addition to Health Science classes these faculty
offered to 40 students each semester, London provided a
unique alternative to the typical classroom. Students had
opportunities to learn about various aspects of public
health history through visits to the Florence Nightingale
and Alexander Fleming museums (Fleming discovered
penicillin) and the “Broad Street pump” (see photo above),
closed by Dr. John Snow to successfully end the cholera
epidemic of 1854.

The London Centre offers remarkable and unforgettable
experiences to everyone involved. The impact of this
program has led some alumni to encourage their own
children, now BSU students, to participate as well.
