Dr. Frederick L. Brumbaugh, Associate Professor Emeritus of
Mathematical Sciences. Originally from Kendallville, IN, Dr.
Brumbaugh served Ball State for 24 years before retiring in 1992.

Dr. Brumbaugh began as an elementary teacher and his expertise in
teaching elementary students was invaluable in the creation and teaching
of mathematics elementary education methods and content courses. Due
to his influence, Ball State became the first university with a content
course specifically for elementary education majors.

Dr. Brumbaugh was active in the Muncie community as a member of the
High Street Methodist Church, a volunteer at the High Street UMC Food
Pantry, and a volunteer at the Ball State Alumni Center. Fred is
remembered for proudly telling the Ball State story to anyone who would
listen.
