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Brief History of Indiana { Rio Grande do Sul Partners

THe Partners of the Alliance, which later becamethe Partners of the Americas wasformed in 1964. In
June of that years Mr. JamesBoren of the U.S. State Department went to Porto Alegre to meet with the
Rio Grande do Sul Governor, Mr. lldo Meneghetti, to discussthis peopleto people program. Fortuitously,
for us in Indiana, the Governor and seweral top civil o cials were unavailable and the American Consul,
Mr. Thomas Du eld, asked a leading citizen to meet Boren for this purpose. That personwas Mr. Dante
Compana.

In Septenber, the Consul received word that both Indiana and Wisconsin would agreeto Partnership
with Rio Grande do Sul. Becauseof Campana's familiarit y with Indiana, he having done businesswith
Cummins Engine in Columbus, Indiana, Dante choselndiana!

On November 6, 1964, 0 cial con rmation of the partnership of Rio Grande do Sul with Indiana was
received. At a Novenber 18, 1964, meeting, Dante Campanawas asked J B
to organizethe Rio Grande do Sul Committee. He did so and became |
it's rst presidert, a role he played for v e years. Pictured with Dante |
Campana in Dr. Robert Carmin, Professorof Geograpty and later a
Dean at Ball State University in Muncie Indiana. Sewral governmert
and industry leaders,with encouragemehfrom SenatorBirch Bayh, were
active in the formation and work of the Indiana Committee of the new
partnership

In January, 1965, six members of the Indiana committee cameto |
visit Rio Grande do Sul, to getto know the state, its peopleand problems ‘*
and to establish the basis of the alliance and to promote the program. .
The group met with the Governor, Mr. lldo Meneghetti, mayors and
other o cials in thirteen major cities.

Gaucho professionalsthrough exdchange visits. At the sametime our Hoosier culture has beenenriched by
these exchangeswhich range over every Partners program area.

An especially vibrant areais youth exchanges.In addition to our ongoingYouth Ambassador'sProgram,
a Youth Agricultural Exchangehasbeenintroducedin cooperation with FFA.

Another long standing area of exchangesis languageteaching. Starting with Cristina Borba in 19xx,
scoresof Gaucho ESL teachers have visited Hoosier educators for exchangesof ideas and to deepen their
skill. Hoosier educatorshave also lectured in Rio Grande do Sul.

PRESIDENT'S REPORT

Leslie Barratt

Leslie Barratt is Professorof Linguistics at Indiana State University. She has
sened on the Indiana Partners Board since 1999 and was Presidert for 2002and |
2003. Shehasmade v e trips to Rio Grande do Sul, one as Presidert, accompanied
by her husband, Will, and her son, Gordon, and four to conduct workshops at
Instituto Cultural Brasil Norte Americano (ICBNA) in Porto Alegre. Her daughter,
Elissa, was a Partners Youth Ambassadorin 1999.

Every year at the Annual Meeting of Indiana Partners, we look at the past
year and measureit in terms of numbers of projects, both in North & Southbound
visitors and alsoin terms of projects completed, projected begun, etc. Although we
didn't have high numbers of visitors, if we view this year in terms of progresson long-term projects, new
projects started, and projects renewed, it was an excellent year.

There are a number of reasonsthat we have not had as many Gaucho/gaucha visitors in the last two
years. We can of coursepoint to the national and international fallout of the Septenber, 2001, events in
terms of visa restrictions, fear of traveling, and attitudes about the U.S., and all of these are something of
a factor. Tied to this is the economicsituation in both courtries. Finally, on the positive side, with fast
internet transmission, cheap telephonerates, and two-day delivery possibilities, the needto travel has been
decreased.Unfortunately for many of us, our desireto travel has not. However, we have necessarilyturned
more of our attention in the last two yearsto non-travel work, although this is not optimal for our growth,
especially in membership

At the end of 2002, we left ourselveswith a number of long-term projects just begun. These included
the bilingual brochure and the bilingual dessertcookbook/receitas das sobremesasthe emergen electronic
newsletter, the nursing project in lju, and coordination with the Viva Vila Project in Alegrete. In 2003,
we were active in all of these projects. The Brochure is in mock up stage. The dessert cookbook has
becomea project of the Purdue Portuguese students, but we need more recipes. In the nursing project,
plans are under developmert for 10 nursing students to go to Brazil to work on clinicals under the guidance
of the Partners nurses. These would involve home visits. Secondarycontact has also been made with ljui
and Hospital de Clinicas regarding pain managemen cooperation. During the past seweral months, the
Tipp ecanee County Extension Homemalers have becomeinterested in the Vila Rua Ramos project. This
group hasbeencollecting sewingsuppliesand craft material and is proposingto make this a courty project.
We already have seeral boxes of sewing suppliesand an unexpected donation of material (cloth). Indiana
Extension Homemalers is one of the largest women's organization in Indiana and we are working with
Companheirosto possibly approach them to make this a state project.

Of course, we also cortinued our long-term Youth AmbassadorProgram and had successfulprograms
for both northbound and southbound teens. Finally, we have continued to participate actively, as we do
every year, in both the Lafayette Global Festival and in the International Festival here in Indianapolis. In
fact, in May, Partners was featured in an Indianapolis Star article on international organizations.

Not only were we able to make progresson our long-term projects, but we also conducted new projects
in 2003. The rst was a visit by Liz Peixoto in January. She came to Indiana for three weekson the
annual Teader-in-ResidenceProgram. In March, Ronda Villines madeatrip to RSon an art & architecture
project, in which shelooked at the Europeanin uences in Rio Grande do Sul's architecture, particularly in
the mission area. Another new project was the joint classthat Ball State University has with PUCRS, the
Catholic University in Porto Alegre. In the spaceof a few weeksof joint work, students from Ball State led
by Mel Sharptried to help Partners RS, and students at PUCRS tried to help Indiana Partners with Public
awarenessof our activities. Mel will be brie ng the Board on his students' activities at one of our next
meetings,and this spring, the classeswill again make Partners one of their projects, helping usto revive our
public relations e ort.



Finally 2003saw a long-time dream becomea reality with the renewal of an agricultural youth exchange.
This time, our program is being run jointly with FFA, and 2003saw both the initial planning trip of FFA's
Abby Dougherty, the developmert of a joint document of understanding, and the rst group of travelers
under the program, including three youth and a teacher. We look forward next year to both sendinganother
group and to hosting a group of RS participants.

As | look badk on the last two years, | feel that we needto understand that our strength and energy
doesnot just comefrom hosting our Brazilian visitors. We are beginning to learn that we will be a stronger
partnership if we are strong asa state committee ourselves. We needto build our membership statewide and
plan evernts and activities that don't depend on Brazilian catalysts. Just as we cannot wait for Brazilians
to cook a churrasco or a feijoada, we needto work on projects and plan events even for ourselves,and these
activities will then encouragemore peopleto join and give the Brazilians when they come more people to
meet and greater opportunities. . ]

Presidert Leslie called the meeting to order at 10:054am. Leslie read her copy of the minutes of the board
meeting held November 2, 2002. Motion by Sallie, secondby Jhani to approve the minutes as read. Motion
passedunanimously. Leslie noted sodid not travel to RS as foreseen.

TreasurerHal distributed the treasurer's report and summary of the 2002budget. A question about the cost
of the 2001 annual report was raised; Hal will re-examine his records. The $624.74expenditures covered a
deposit for electronic distribution of the 2003 newsletters and $124.74for the survey in 20020on newsletter
distribution preferences.Following a motion by Sallie, secondedby Bill to acceptthe report, subject to the
re-examination mertioned above, the report was unanimously accepted.

Bill noted Partners in Washington does
not expect any grant funds to be returned if unspert, though there are speci ¢ restrictions on use of funds
for travel. Sallie and Brian reported they have not submitted bills for Reac Out and could not predict how
unspent funds would be usedwithin the trade mission promotion plans. Cy askedthat previous expenditures
be submitted for accourting by the next board meeting. Motion by Brian, secondby Bill, that the balance
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of the Readh Out funds, lesspast bills submitted by the next meeting, be set aside for the Trade Mission
project, or until such time asthe board decidesto use some of the money for other Reach Out purposes.
Motion passed.

Abby Dougherty was intro duced, informing the board about Indiana FFA, a non-prot organization where
sheis employed to promote exchangesof rural youth 14-21. She preserted her draft travel grant proposal,
making note of suggestionsto highlight how FFA and Partners goals are compatible. With thesechanges,
Brian moved and Jhani secondedthe motion to accepther travel proposalto visit RS April 14-23,2003.

Jhani intro duced Jerry Karwowski, a founder of the Indiana Sports Federation, as a nomineefor our board.
Jerry has attended several previous meetingsand has shown active interest in our organization. Motion by
Jhani, secondby Betty, to elect Jerry to a board term for the classof 2006. Motion unanimously approved.

Leslie announcedthe spring 2003 leadership conferenceswill be held in Brazil. Betty and Cy expressed
interest in sessiondn March 2003. Leslie will advise Partners in Washington accordingly.

Leslie reported the Jan. 20-Feb.15project of Liz Peixoto, an ICBNA instructor interestedin surveying US
youth, visiting schools and shadowving professionals. Leslie will program Liz on arrival, Betty will program
her secondweek, Hal will handle Muncie programs. Rick Bein was mertioned as a possiblehost/coordinator
for nal daysin Indianapolis.

Jhani praised her committee (Becky Berg, Bedky Roberts, Leslie Barratt) and Hal for helping nd host
families for the YAP group, 5 boys and 1 girl. They are superbly prepared by out RS courterparts. A
Chicago visit is anticipated. The capitol city gathering is set for 2-4pm, Sunday, February 16 at St. Lukes
UMC. Applications for southbound YAP will be on the website, as will guidelines for the program. The
Indiana Youth Institute is helping promote nding candidates. Laura Lenhart, a Pike teacher, is helping
with YAP activities.

Keith O'Neal reported on the experiencesof his group in in RS in November, reading personaltestimonies
by seweral choir membersand distributing pressreports, etc. Heis in touch with Juliano regarding a possible
future visit, though a travel proposal must be acted on by the IN board in its March, 2003meeting if such a
trip is to occur this year.

It is a great experienceto be a part of the mission of Indiana Partners of the Americas.

During 2003, a unique opportunit y to provide assistanceto our southern partners preserted itself. In Alegrete,
RS, a member, Lisete Menna Barreto Dias, has started a sheltered workshop for girls and young women. The range
of agesof these women is eight to seventeen. When we learned about this e ort, there were between 20 to 25 young
girls and ten to fteen young mothers attending the workshop ertitled Viva Vila. They comefrom a very low income
segmern of the community. The goal of the project is to provide guidancein personal hygiene and health, vaccinations,
prevention of unwanted pregnancies, and a family health program. Local environment awarenessis stimulated by
seminars and activities related to education about their local environment and the necessiy of adopting minimal
sanitary behavior. Citizenship is nurtured by personal growth and encouragesself-esteem. Classesare held to
instruct in healthy meals and needle craft and jewelry making is taught. This gives them a skill and produces
items suitable for sale in their marketplace and in Indiana. Thus far, they have made table napkins and runners,
embroidered piecesand decorated dish towels.

The opportunit y for Indiana Partners is to help with supplying the materials and tools for the craft items. An
appeal was made to the Tipp ecance County Extension Homemakers for any sewing items, such as fabric, needles,
embroidery hoops, scissors,thread, yarn, etc. The responsewas tremendous. The Indiana Partners agreedto allow
$350.00for transportation of this collection of craft items. Early in 2004 we will be sending over 150 pound of needle
craft supplies.

The Extension Homemakers are enthusiastic about supporting any activities that improve the status of women
and the home. Indiana Partners made it possibleto overcomethe challenge of getting the materials to the Viva Vila.

We look forward to hearing of the contin ued successand expansion of Viva Vila.

Youth Agricultural Exchange{ Abby Dougherty

The Youth Agriculture Exchangewasa test-pilot program betweenlindiana and Rio
Grande Do Sul Partners of the Americas and Indiana FFA. Abby Dougherty, Program
Specialist of Indiana FFA went to Rio Grande Do Sul to establish the proper connections
to begin an exchange program for rural and agriculture students of both Indiana and
Rio Grande do Sul.

The vision of YAE: information and technology in agriculture betweenRio Grande
do Sul and Indiana.

The mission of YAE: to provide the participants with an international exchange
opportunit y in order to achieve personal, interp ersonal and technical improvemert.

In July of 2003, three Indiana FFA Members and one agriculture teacher traveled
to Rio Grande Do Sul and participated in a three week program. The rst week they
visited farms and agribusinessesthe secondweekthey stayed at an agriculture scool,
and the third week they stayed in Rio Grande do Sul learning about the government system, FARSUL
(agriculture lobbying group similar to Farm Bureau.)

As for 2004, applications to Indiana FFA members are distributed and there is a lot of interest generatedin the
program. Also in 2004, Indiana will host Brazilian students for a total of four weeks. The Brazilian students will
stay with rural families, participate in summer FFA activities, tour farms, and spend a weekend at the Indiana FFA
Leadership Center.

Have beentrying to pursue somejoint researd projects but as yet have not
materialized.

Youth AmbassadorsProgram { Jhani Laupus

Indiana Partners' very successfulYouth AmbassadorsProgram has completed its 11th year of operation. The
program was initiated by Sallie Dell Fahey and successiely and successfully operated and developed by Susan
O'Connor and the current director, Jhani Laupus.

The Indiana Partners of Americas has operated a Youth Ambassador exchange program for students 15 to 18
years old since 1991. Each year each Chapter is eligible to send six students to the other Partnership state to be
hosted by families, attend school, and live the life of a typical teenager in the other culture, including a typical
American volunteer experiencein an area of their interest for Gauchos.

In 2003, Indiana Partners hosted the maximum number of six teensfrom Rio Grande do Sul during their school
vacation months of January and February. All six had successfulexperiences,improving their English and learning
about school in the United States. They were hosted by families in Central and Northern Indiana. One outstanding
experiencethat they all shared wasthe Indy Weelkend, in which they reunite at the home of the Youth Ambassadors
coordinator for an opportunit y to seethe sights of the capitol city, sharewith their fellow Youth Ambassadorsand meet
Partners members from around the state at a Sunday Social. Despite heavy snaw, which kept many Partners members
from attending the Social, the 2003 YAPs all completed the weekend trip and preformed a capoeira presertation for
the public at the Indianap olis Childrens Museum. For the rst time, the Partners coordinators also arranged for all
of the students to make a weekend visit to Chicago.

Although six Indiana students are eligible to go to Rio Grande do Sul as YAPs, only two girls represerted
Indiana in the program travelling to Brazil during their school summer holiday in June and July of 2003. Both stayed
in Porto Alegre and had a tremendous cultural learning experience, reuniting with many teens who had previously
participated as YAP teensin Indiana. They also participated with teensfrom the RS Partnership in a special weekend
excursion to Canela and met other RS Partners at a special social meeting held in the capitol in July.
