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Abstract

Archaeological testing at the former location of the Richardville / LaFontaine House
recovered 30,000+ historic and prehistoric artifacts and determined that the portion of the site
area tested was disturbed. A mean ceramic date of 1891.1 was established for the site and
intersite artifact patterning was completed. The artifact patterning confirmed the domestic nature
of the site.
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Introduction

In March of 1999 The Historic Forks of the Wabash, Inc., was awarded a Department of
the Interior / Indiana Department of Natura Resources, Division of Historic Preservation and
Archaeology grant for a project titled Excavation of the Original Site of the Chief Richardville /
LaFontaine House. The project focused on a 1.4 acre area which was the previous location of the
Richardville / LaFontaine house (site 12-Hu-1013) (Figure 1). Portions of this area were
excavated in 1989 by Ball State University and the Historic Forks of the Wabash (Cochran 1990).
Ten two meter square excavation unite were excavated during the 1989 field season (Figure 2),
resulting in the documentation of eleven features and the recovery of 10,000 + artifacts. The 1989
excavation demonstrated that although disturbance had occurred at the site, it had not been overly
destructive to the archaeological record and that features associated with the house and the
prehistoric occupation of the site were present (Cochran 1990:14). Since that time, the house has
been removed from the site area and relocated. The house now stands south of it’s former
location, adjacent to the Historic Forks of the Wabash Museum (Figure 3).

During July and August of 1999, the Historic Forks of the Wabash and Ball State
University conducted 10 days of testing at the former location of the Richardville / LaFontaine
House. The goals of the excavation were to document archaeological deposits present at the
project location and to develop a plan to guide future excavation at the site. Additional goals of
the project were public involvement in an archaeological excavation and the development of a
Public Archaeology program by the Historic Forks of the Wabash.

History of the Site

Much of this information comes from the historic structure report prepared by Craig
Leonard (n.d.)for the Historic Forks of the Wabash, Inc.

The forks of the Wabash is located just south of present day Huntington, Indiana and 1s
the point at which the Little River and Wabash River join. The first image of the Miami in this
area was captured by George Winter in a painting titled "Indian Family on the Wabash River,”
which was produced in 1848. It depicts a Miami wigwam and family situated at point where the
two rivers converge (The painting is presently located at the Eiteljorg Museum of American
Indians and Western Art). The forks was an historically significant area because it was the
southern point of the portage from the Great Lakes basin, via the Maumee River, and the
Mississippi River valley, via the Wabash. Control of this portage was of strategic importance in
the interactions between French and British traders and military and the Miami. Louis Deliette
mentioned a group of Miami on the Wabash in 1692 (Berthong 1974:130), and in November of
1778 there was a meeting between the Miami and General Henry Hamilton at the forks
(Lockridge 1938:4). Later references to the area include the destruction of a village at the forks
in 1812 by General Payne (Berthong 1974:199) and Harrison’s reference to a village he destroyed
near the forks in that same year (Bash 1973:23). A village at the forks was described by Henry
Schoolcraft in 1821 (Schoolcraft 1974:96), and in 1824 a map was produced of the village at the
forks of the Wabash that provided population information on the Miami of the area (Robertson
1942:354).

It has been reported that Tecomwah, the sister of Miami village chief Little Turtle and
mother of Jean Baptist Richardville (1761-1841) (A.K. A, John B. Richardville, J.B. Richardville),
acted as toll collector at the portage as well as operated a trading post (Leonard n.d.). After
Little Turtle’s death in 1812, J.B. Richardville became principle or village chief. Also during this
time, he became responsible for his mother’s trading post. Article Three of the Treaty of St.
Mary’s, Ohio in 1818 provided for a six-mile square reservation below the forks of the Wabash.
1t also stated, “The United States agrees to grant, by patent, in fee simple, to Jean Baptist
Richardville, principle chief of the Miami nation of Indians, the following tracts of land... Two
sections on the left bank of the Wabash, commencing at the forks and running down the river.”
Article Six of the same treaty left open the option for Richardville to transfer ownership of the
land without Presidential approval, but required such approval for all other transfers. (Treaty
1818).

In the Treaty of 1826, the land provided for in the Treaty of 1818 was reduced. By
Article Two, the reservation for use by the tribe was reduced to ten sections of land at the forks
of the Wabash. Article Four of the same treaty provided for a wagon and one yoke of oxen for
the band living at the forks as well as a house costing no more than $600 to be built for one Jean
B. Richardville (Treaty of 1826). But, the treaty did not stipulate where such a house was to be
constructed. Richardville is known to also have owned a home near present day Fort Wayne on
the St. Mary’s River, and it was impossible to determine if it was the house at the forks or the one
in Fort Wayne that was built with the $600 from the treaty. Richardville was of Metis origin with
a French father and Miami mother, and he, as well as other Miami Metis leaders, used his
connections to the tribe and the dominant culture to become individually wealthy through trade
and other economic ventures (Rafert 1996:84).

Some researchers claim that the forks of the Wabash became the focus of Miami tribal
affairs in the early 1830's with treaty negotiations being held there in 1834, 1838 and 1840
(Leonard 2). The Treaty of 1840 called for the removal of the Miami to the Kansas Territory
with the exception of the Richardville, Godfroy, and Mashingomesia families and later the Frances
Slocum family. The removal took place in 1846. Richardville died on August 13, 1841 at his
home on the St. Mary’s River near Fort Wayne shortly after signing the removal treaty (Rafert
1996:99-100).

Francis Lafontaine was elected principle chief after the death of Richardville. Lafontaine
was married to Catherine Richardville, J.B. Richardville’s daughter. It was believed that after the
marriage they lived at the forks and operated the trading post there. When Richardville died, he
willed the house at the forks to Catherine. Lafontaine assigned the management of the store to
John Roche (Bash 1973:26). Lafontaine was paramount in the delay of the removal, which finally
took place in 1846. He went with the removed group to Kansas and died suddenly on his way
home on April 13, 1847 in Lafayette, Indiana (Rafert 1996:121).

Catherine Lafontaine died in 1848, and by 1866 the part of the land at the forks associated
with the house became the property of her daughter Archangel, who was married to Christian
Engleman. They and their children lived in the house until 1918 when Archangel moved to
Huntington where she died in 1925. The house was sold to Leo Zahn in 1943 and then to Luke



Scheer a month later, who had plans to preserve it as an historic site. Scheer’s plans included the
assembling several Miami historic sites in the area and creating a park, but he was unable to
realize this dream. The house was rented to various tenets until the mid-1960's, after which time
it sat vacant. In 1977 a group of local high school students, the Huntington North High School
Junior Historical Society, began repairing the house with Scheer’s permission. In 1985, the house
and associated lands were placed on the Nationa! Register of Historic Places (Leonard n.d.).

In 1987, the Historic Forks of the Wabash, Inc bought the house. Due to the widening of
State Road 24 in Huntington, testing was conducted on the site of the house in the summer of
1989 by Ball State University. The resulting report written by Don Cochran with appendices by
Larry Stillwell, Don Cree and Dallas Evans confirmed the long occupancy of the site from the
time prior to the construction of the house until at least the 1940's, when artifact analysis
indicated major occupation of the site ended. The artifact analysis also confirmed that the site
was the location of a change of activity from a trading house into a domestic house. The report
indicated disposal of trash at the site took place mostly in the midden between the house and the
summer kitchen/garage and outside the doorways. An analysis of the ceramics from the 1989
testing indicated a decrease of wealth throughout the time the Richardville/Lafontaine heirs
owned the property (Cochran 1990).

As alluded to earlier, there was some question as to when the house was actually built and
by whom, Richardville or Lafontaine. Scheer claimed it was built by Richardville based on a letter
sent to the Secretary of War, Lewis Cass, in 1834 regarding the construction of the Wabash and
Erie Canal and the altered route it was to take to miss damaging his buildings. Via this letter,
Scheer seemed to conclude that the house was built in 1833. The problem with this conclusion
was that there were numerous structures on the property at the time and the building referred to
could be any one of those (Leonard n.d.).

The earliest mention of a structure on the property was in the journal proceedings of the
treaty of 1832 that reported meeting the Miami chiefs at the council house constructed for that
purpose. A surveyor’s ledger mentioned the trading post that same year (L.eonard n.d.}. Thad
Butler, a journalist and 1880 census recorder, documented as much tribal history as he could
while conducting the census and reported on the once square layout of the village and the six
commercial enterprises located in the village at the forks, which by 1880 was only a farm
residence. According to Leonard, Huntington journalist F.S. Bash reported in the 1920's and
1930's that Elizabeth Zahn Scheiber was born on the Lafontaine homestead near the Engleman
house on the edge of the golf course and that Mrs. Engleman still lived in the house at that time.
Mrs. Engleman claimed to have been born in the house in 1844, providing a personal account to
Bash of the house’s existence by that date. Mrs. Engleman related that the summer kitchen
located behind the house had been used by Richardville as his store and council house, but was
later turned into a garage, which stood until 1960 (Leonard n.d.). The house was also
documented as being the place that Allen Hamilton attended Lafontaine’s wife, Catherine, while
drafting her will before she died in 1848 (Leonard n.d.).

The mystery of the construction of the house remained unsolved, and will likely remain so
until additional primary evidence is uncovered to reveal the person responsible for the



construction, Such evidence may exist in the stacks of uncatalogued documents located at the
Miami County Museum and may provide insight into many unanswered questions regarding the
Miami.

The earliest picture of the house was taken in 1909 and shows the six-over-six double
hung sash windows. The next view was a drawing done by Bert Griswold, which shows a change
to one over one double hung windows. A picture taken in 1923 depicts a shed-roofed kitchen
that was an addition to the northwest corner of the house. The 1928 picture (Figure 5) showed
the intact, extremely weathered house with little paint and only the exterior casings of the shutter
hinges but no actual shutters. By this time, a wooden step had taken the place of the wooden
platform at the front door that was seenina 1911 family photo (Figure 4). A 1920's panoramic
shot of the golf course (Figure 6) features the house in which the arbor and its foliage can been
seen. It also pictured the summer kitchen (which had an asphalt roll roof), privy, and chicken
coop {both with wooden shingled roofs) behind the house. The stack of the kitchen chimney was
gone by this time and a brick stack was present half way done the ridge of the rear wing. An
aerial view taken in 1938 that confirms the placement of the barn to the north of the house. It
also showed that there was a deep lawn between the road and the house. A driveway went to the
east side of the house and a separate lane on the west led to the barn (Leonard n.d.).

The next view was from 1948 that depicted some of the improvements made after
Scheer’s 1943 purchase. The house was painted white and had some of the clapboards fixed.
The front windows had been replaced with six over six sash windows in the front and a four light
sidelight sash were placed on both sides of the front door. Gutters were installed as well as
louvered shutter panels on the windows and the roof was redone in asphalt shingles. The back
porch was fixed with an added a concrete slab floor and concrete was poured around the
perimeter of the house. The basement’s east wall was reinforced with concrete and a bathroom
was placed under the stairway. Finally, a second floor landing partition was built. By the 1960's,
the summer kitchen had been converted to a garage (Leonard n.d.).

A by-pass for State Road 9 around Huntington was built in 1965, which altered the area
near the house. The eastern half of the property was acquired for construction and an intersection
was placed to the south and east of the property creating a ditch and berm that came close to the
front of the house (Leonard n.d.).

The house stood empty from the 1960's on and in 1977 the previously mentioned Junior
Historical Society began its restorations. These included painting the interior and extertor,
repairing the roof and porch, removing the bathroom and the partition on the second floor, fixing
the staircases and fixing the window sash. The basement hatch was rebuilt and a bathroom area
was built between the hatch and the shed-roofed kitchen (Leonard n.d.).

Since the archaeological testing was completed in 1989, it was determined that the house
would have to be removed from the land due to the road expansion project. Before the house
could be removed, there was some structural damage that had to be repaired. Due to the concrete
added to the perimeter of the house (noted above) and the concrete porch added on the rear of
the house, moisture was trapped next to the plate of the frame of the house creating an ideal



environment for fungi, powder post beetles and termites. This environment cause the
deterioration of the timber plate as well as the bases of the columns, studs and some joist ends
causing the house to settle unevenly. These were repaired before the house was removed to
prevent structural collapse. A trench was dug around the perimeter and all unsound timber was
replaced with treated lumber with bolted steel gusset plates and angles to reconnect the columns,
studs, and joists to the plate. Once the repairs had been completed, the trench was back filled.
Also at this time, the two additions on the northwest corner of the house were demolished. Once
the repairs had been completed the house was moved by conventional methods. Figure 7 pictures
the site after the removal of the house. The original house site was then back filled and a
bulldozer was used to level the site. (See Figures 4-16 of house site).

Archaeological Testing
Methodology

Archaeological testing of the site was conducted by Ball State University, Archaeological
Resources Management Service personnel, the Director of the Historic Forks of the Wabash and
volunteers during the last week of July and the first week of August 1999. Five unit supervisors
from the Archaeological Resources Management Service were utilized during the excavation.
Each unit supervisor was assigned a group of volunteers ranging in size from 2 to 10 people.

Initially the site was shovel probed on a 5 meter grid. The area shovel probed measured
approximately 90 meters E/W by 70 meters N/S and encompassed approximately 1.5 acres. All
shovel probes measured approximately 30 ¢cm by 30 cm and were excavated to a depth of 50 cm.
The fill from all of the shovel probes was screened through 6.4 mm wire mesh and all shovel
probes were profiled. Artifacts recovered from the shovel probes were bagged and labeled by
shovel probe. Rows were numbered west to east and individual shovel probes within each row
were numbered south to north.

Following the shovel probing, 6 units were excavated at the site (Figure 2). The placement
of the units was guided by the results of the shovel probing. Units were placed at shovel probe
locations which contained evidence of the formed structure or shovel probes which contained
unique artifacts. Unit | was placed at a location where lithic flaked were recovered from a shovel
probe. Unit 2 was placed at an area of ash and burned earth identified in a shovel probe. Unit 3
was placed at the suspected location of the summer kitchen which was identified from maps of the
1989 excavation and the recovery of historic ceramics from shovel probe # 7. Unit 4 was placed
at the suspected location of the southern foundation of the former house. Unit 5 was placed at a
shovel probe location which recovered a ceramic pipe stem fragment. Unit 6 was placed in an area
west of Unit 3 to aid in defining the suspected location of the summer kitchen. The units
measured 2 meters square and were excavated in 10 cm levels. The units were excavated by hand
using shovels and trowels. All fill from the units was screened through 6. 4mm wire mesh and a
level record was completed. All four walls of the units were drawn in profile. The units were
photographed by level and all unit locations were recorded from a datum. The one feature
encountered was photographed and mapped in plan view. The feature was bisected and excavated

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in halves. All feature fill was screened through 6.4mm wire mesh. Detailed plan and profile maps

were drawn and the feature was photographed. The feature’s location was recorded from the site
datum. As the feature was determined in the field to be recent in nature, no flotation sample was

recovered.

Diagnostic prehistoric artifacts and unique historic artifacts were photographed and
mapped in situ and individually bagged. Non-diagnostic artifacts were provenienced by unit and
level. All aspects of the excavation were documented photographically.

Laboratory Methods

Laboratory methods consisted of cleaning, classifying and photographing the artifacts.
Standard procedures established by the Archaeological Resources Management Service and the
Historic Forks of the Wabash were followed. The goals of these procedures were to facilitate a
better understanding of the site and to document disturbance to the site since the 1989 excavation
by the Historic Forks of the Wabash and Ball State University.

Cleaning

Artifacts with stable surfaces (lithics, ceramics, glass) were washed by hand. Other
artifacts without stable surfaces (rusted metal, leather) were dry brushed using a soft-bristled
tooth brush.

Classification and Dating

All prehistoric artifacts were identified by Mitch Zoll and Don Cochran using Justice
(1987) to references diagnostic prehistoric artifacts. Historic artifacts were dated using several
published references (Feldhues 1995, Fike 1984, IMACS 1984, Lofstrom et al 1982, Majewski
and O’Brien 1987, Miller 1995, Nelson 1964, Newman 1970, ODOT 1991).

Cataloguing and Curation

Artifacts will be catalogued according to Historic Forks of the Wabash cataloguing
procedures. A listing of artifacts to be catalogued can be found in Appendix 1. All artifacts were
placed in resealable polyethylene bags by unit and level and boxed. All artifacts and project
documentation will be curated at the Historic Forks of the Wabash Museum. Copies of written

materials associated with the project will also be curated at Ball State University under accession
#00.101.

Mean Ceramic Dating

Mean ceramic dating (South 1977) was used to access the date range of individual units.
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Mean ceramic dating has several limitations. First, the Mean Ceramic Date is based on the date
range of manufacture not use. These temporal periods can be affected by differential curation and
availability of ceramics in varied geographic regions (Seifert et al 1998:19). Given that ranges of
manufacture are much longer in the 19th century, mean ceramic dating has been found to be more
effective on 18th century sites (Seifert et al. 1998).

Artifact Patterning

South’s (1977) functional artifact grouping method was used to help determine and
categorize the function of all 6 areas investigated on an intersite basis. While the method was
originally designed to help determine culture process on an intrasite basis, it was hoped that the
method would also provide information on activity areas within a site.

Results

During the 2 week excavation, 6 units were excavated resulting in the recovery of
30,000+ artifacts. Based on the results of the mean ceramic dating, it was determined that
stratigraphy at the site was mixed. However, although stratigraphy was mixed it was felt that the
site still had some integrity.

The excavation also allowed the general public to participate in an archaeological
excavation. Individuals from the community and surrounding areas volunteered over 700 hours
during the two week excavation of the site.

In the following sections of the report, a summary of the units excavated is presented,
followed by an analysis of the artifacts recovered. Disturbances to the site since the 1989
excavation are discussed followed by a preliminary plan for future excavation.

Unit Summaries
Unit 1

Unit 1 was located northwest of the former location of the house (Figure 2). The
placement of the unit was guided by the number of prehistoric artifacts recovered from the shovel
probe placed at this location. Artifacts recovered from Unit 1 are listed in Appendix 1. A feature
(Feature 1) located in the southeast corner of the unit was excavated and determined to be recent
in nature. The feature measured 48cm by 46cm and began directly below a 3¢m thick sod layer.
The feature was determined to be a recent fire pit and contained foil and plastic. Materials
recovered from the feature also included lithic flakes, ceramic pieces, glass, metal, brick and vinyl.
The soil at unit 1 consisted of silt loam with a Munsell color of 10YR 3/2, followed by silty sand
with a Munsell color of 10YR 5/4. A profile of the east wall of Unit 1 is shown in Figure 17.
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Unit 2

Unit 2 was located north and slightly west of the former location of the house (Figure 2).
The placement of the unit was guided by the recovery of ash and burned earth from the shovel
probe placed at this location. Artifacts recovered from unit 2 are listed in Appendix 1. The ash
and burned earth Jocated in the shovel probe prior to the excavation of the unit was associated
with a concentration of slag located along the east wall of the unit. The concentration was
irregular and was determined to be a coal stove disposal area. Additionally, a ditchwitch trench
was located across the western 1/4 of the unit. The soil in Unit 2 consisted of silt loam with a
Munsell color of 10YR 3/1 and 10YR 4/2, followed by sandy loam with a Munsell color of 10YR
3/6. A profile of the west wall of Unit 2 is shown in Figure 18.

Unit 3

Unit 3 was located north of the former location of the house (Figure 2). The unit was
placed at this location in hopes of sampling midden from the suspected location of the house’s
summer kitchen. Artifacts were numerous within this unit and the unit contained an example of
every artifact type found on the site. Artifacts recovered from Unit 3 are listed in Appendix 1.
Historic midden was located in the Unit from approximately 26 cm below the present ground
surface to approximately 66 cm below the present ground surface. The midden was approximately
40 cm thick and was heaviest in the south, west and north walls. Two drain pipes cross cut the
unit from north to south. The pipes first became apparent in level 4 and extended across the entire
unit from north to south. The pipes were most likely associated with the former house although
their function is unknown. The soil in Unit 3 consisted of silt loam with a Munsell color of T0YR
4/3 and 10YR 3/3, followed by sandy loam with a Munsell color of 10YR 4/3. A profile of the
east wall of Unit 3 is shown in Figure 19.

Unit 4

Unit 4 was located underneath the former location of the house (Figure 2). The unit was
placed at this location prior to constructing a map of the area and the former location of the
house. When the unit was started, it was presumed to be in front of the house’s former location.
Artifacts recovered from Unit 4 are listed in Appendix 1. The soil in Unit 4 consisted of silty sand
mixed with clay with a Munsell color of 10YR 2/2 and 10YR 3/3. A profile of the north wall of
the unit is shown in Figure 20. The excavation of Unit 4 was at the bottom of level 2. The unit
was determined to be disturbed fill most likely associated with adjacent storm sewer line
construction.

Unit 5

Unit 5 was located adjacent to the eastern edge of the back porch of the former residence
(Figure 2). The placement of the unit was guided by the recovery of a clay pipe stem from the
shovel probe placed at this location. The clay pipe stem was considered unique and dateable
historic artifact and it was hoped that a unit at this location would recover additional pieces of the
pipe. Artifacts recovered from Unit 5 are listed in Appendix 1. The soil in Unit 5 consisted of
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sandy silt with a Munsell color of 10YR 3/3 and 10YR 3/2, followed by clayey silty with Munsell
colors of 10YR 4/2 and 10YR 3/3. A profile of the west wall of the unit is shown in Figure 21.

Unit 6

Unit 6 was located north of the former location of the house, 2 meters east of Unit 3
(Figure 2). Because of the disturbed nature of Unit 4 and the time available to complete the
project, it was decided to excavate Unit 6. Unit 6 was placed east of Unit 3 to help determine the
extent of the midden encountered in Unit 3. Because of time limitations, it was decided to
excavate only the north ¥ of the unit. Artifacts recovered from Unit 6 are listed in Appendix 1. A
limestone scatted was encountered in level 2 of the unit. The scatter could be associated with the
summer kitchen recorded during the 1989 excavation (Figure 2) as a badly disturbed foundation
or be part of the “limestone bed” also identified during the 1989 excavation. Some of the rocks
were mortared together while others appeared to be dry laid. Although the rocks appear to have
been somewhat disbursed, there was a definite boundary that ran southeast to northwest. The
midden encountered in Unit 3 did not appear to extend into Unit 6, aithough it is possible that the
midden could have been located below the bottom of the last level excavated. Soil in Unit 6
consisted of silt loam with Munsell color of 10YR 4/1, sandy loam with a Munsell color of 10YR
4/6 followed by sand with Munsell color of 10YR 4/3. Profiles of the north and east walls of the
unit are shown in Figures 22 and 23.

Artifacts

The six units excavated at the site produced 30,000+ historic and prehistoric artifacts. A
complete listing of the artifacts recovered by unit and level can be found in Appendix 1.
Photographs of diagnostic historic and prehistoric artifacts and photographs of a representative
sample of all artifacts recovered can be found in Appendix 2 and on the CD provided with this
report. Artifacts recovered from the site consisted of brick, mortar, ceramic vessel sherds, ceramic
pipe fragments, glass vessel sherds, construction materials, square and round nails, metal
implements, ceramic and plastic beads, ceramic and glass marbles, gun parts and shell casings,
modified and unmodified bone, buttons, metal hardware, jewelry, fire-cracked rock, prehistoric
lithic artifacts, plastic and styrofoam. Historic and prehistoric artifacts were mixed by unit and
level. No levels from any of the units contained solely prehistoric artifacts. No stratigraphic
sequence, based on mean ceramic dates, was evident in any of the six units. Disturbances to the
site were evident and undoubtably played a major role in mixing both historic and prehistoric
artifacts throughout the site. The trenching utilized to re-shore the house and the subsequent
trenching utilized to move the house was a major factor contributing to the disturbed nature of the
site. This disturbance is evident when trying to construct a stratigraphic sequence for the site,
which is impossible based on the mixed nature of the recovered artifacts.

Two partial human teeth were recovered during the excavation. One quarter of an adult
molar was recovered from Level 6 of Unit 3 and approximately one quarter of a suspected adult
molar was recovered from Level 5 of Unit 5. No other human remains were recovered from these
two or any of the other four units. Additionally, no evidence of burial pits (historic or prehistoric)
was observed in any of the units or on any other portion of the site.
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Mean Ceramic Dates

Mean ceramic dates were calculated by Unit and Level (Table 1). The mean ceramic date
was calculated twice for each level within individual units. The first date shown in the table
represents the mean ceramic date with plain whiteware included in the calculations. The date in
parenthesis represents the mean ceramic date with plain whiteware not included in the
calculations. Given the large time span for the use of whiteware (1820-present), it was hoped that
calculating a mean ceramic date without white ware included would produce a more reliable
stratigraphic sequence for the site.

It was hoped that by excluding plain whiteware, which has an open date of manufacture, a
more reliable date of occupation would be established. Given the documentary evidence for
occupation of the house until the mid-1960's the mean ceramic dates could be interpreted by
utilizing the dates with the plain whiteware included as the true mean ceramic date and using the
mean ceramic date calculated without plain whiteware as a date of earliest domestic occupation.
Using this method and including the mean ceramic dates from all units and levels, the mean
ceramic date for the site is 1891.1 and the earliest date of occupation is 1856.4.

It is evident from Table 1 that a great amount of disturbance has occurred at the site. The
mean ceramic dates with plain whiteware included were not stratigraphically accurate in any of
the 6 units. Even after calculating the mean ceramic dates without plain whiteware included, the
only unit that produced a good stratigraphic sequence was unit 5 and then only for levels 5, 6, 7
and 8.
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The mean ceramic dating of the site by units and levels has demonstrated that mixing of
strata has occurred at the former location of the Richardville / LaFontaine house. However, the
mean ceramic date for the site, with and without plain whiteware included in the calculations,
seems valid based on written accounts of occupation of the site.

Artifact Patterns

Artifacts from each unit were analyzed using South’s (1977) functional artifact grouping
method. Artifact groupings by Unit are shown in Tables 2-7. Artifact groupings by Levels within
each Unit are shown in Appendix 3. Each unit is discussed below.

Unit 1

Artifacts from the Architectural Group accounted for 65% of the artifacts recovered from
Unit 1. Together, the Kitchen Group and the Architectural Group make-up 84% of the artifacts
recovered from Unit 1. The large percentage of architectural debris might represent periods of
repair to a former structure at this location or the razing of a structure. The artifacts could also
represent an episode of disposal of architectural debris away from the house location

Unit 2
Artifacts from the Architectural Group represent 36% of the artifacts recovered from Unit
2. The Kitchen Group combined with the Bone Group account for 57% of the artifacts recovered

from Unit 2. The large percentage of artifacts from the Kitchen and Bone Groups would confirm
this unit’s location near the suspected location of the summer kitchen.

Unit 3
The kitchen and Bone Groups accounted for 61% of the artifacts recovered from Unit 3.
The next highest percentage was the Architectural Group, which accounted for 29% of the

artifacts recovered from the unit. The large percentage of artifacts from the Kitchen and Bone
Groups would confirm that Unit 3 was also near the suspected location of the summer kitchen.

Unit 4
The Kitchen and Architectural Groups accounted for 75% of the artifacts recovered from

Unit 4. Given the disturbed nature of the unit and it’s location beneath the former location of the
house, it is suspected that all artifacts located in this unit are the result of secondary deposition.

Unit S

Artifacts from the Kitchen and Bone Groups accounted for 54% of the artifacts recovered
from Unit 5. Artifacts from the Architectural Group accounted for an additional 38% of the

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artifacts recovered from this unit. The unit’s location, adjacent to the porch of the former house,
could account for the large percentage of artifacts from the Kitchen and Architectural Groups.

Unit 6

Artifacts from the Kitchen and Bone Groups accounted for 53% of the artifacts recovered
from Unit 6. The high percentage of Kitchen and Bone Group artifacts would confirm that Unit 6
was also near the suspected location of the summer kitchen.

Conclusions

Artifacts from the Kitchen, Bone and Architectural Groups accounted for approximately
80% of all artifacts recovered from the site. This fact combined with the recovery of artifacts from
the Furniture, Clothing, Personal, Tobacco and Activities Groups would support the notion of
domestic habitation at the site. Additionally, the large number of artifacts from the Kitchen
Group, combined with the wide range of dates of manufacture of the ceramic artifacts, would
confirm the suspicion that the site had long term domestic habitation. Unfortunately, due to the
amount of disturbance at the site, a stratigraphic sequence is impossible to ascertain.

Soils

The soil at site 12-Hu-1013 is identified in the Huntington County Soil Survey as Ockley
loam, 0-2% slopes (OcA), a nearly level, deep, well drained soil located on broad terraces and
outwash plains along the valleys of major streams (Lockridge and Jensen 1982:27, Map Sheet
18). The typical soil profile consists of an Ap horizon from 0 to 8 inches consisting of loam with a
Munsell color of 10YR 4/3; a B21t horizon from 8 to 17 inches consisting of fine sandy loam with
a Munsell color of 10YR 4/4; a B22t horizon from 17 to 27 inches consisting of sandy loam with
a Munsell color of 10YR 4/3; a B23t horizon from 27 to 40 inches consisting of sandy loam with
a Munsell color of 10YR 4/3; a B24t horizon from 40 to 47 inches consisting of gravelly sandy
loam with a Munsell color of 7.5YR 3/2; a B3t horizon from 47 to 55 inches consisting of
gravelly sandy clay loam with a Munsell color of 7.5YR 3/2; and, a IIC horizon from 55 to 60
inches consisting of gravelly coarse sand with a Munsell color of 10YR 7/2 (Lockridge and Jensen
1982:65).

The soils recorded during the excavation consisted mainly of silt loam followed by sandy
loam, clayey silt or sand. The soil profiles from the excavation units generally conform to the soil
profile for Ockley loam. However, minor discrepancies were noted. Based on a typical soil profile
for Ockley loam, units 4 and 5 appear to be the most disturbed. However, unit 5 (levels 5, 6, 7
and 8) was the only unit excavated which appeared to be stratigraphically valid based on mean
ceramic dates. Ultimately the minor discrepancies noted can probably be attributed to the field
crew being less versed in soil classification than the authors of the Huntington County Soil
Survey.
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Discussion

Temporal Trends

While numerous problems arose in using statistical artifact dating methods to help date
site 12-Hu-1013, the historical record along with the artifact record suggest that the site was
occupied from the mid-19th to the mid-20th century. While some documentation suggests that the
site was occupied, at least sporadically, earlier than the mid-1800's, the majority of the artifacts
recovered date from the mid/late 1800's to the mid-1900's. This evidence suggests that the site
was not permanently occupied, at least as a residence, much before the mid-19th century. Oral
and archival history support this suspicion. Although structures are mentioned in Chief
Richardville’s letter to Secretary of War Lewis Cass in 1834, no mention is made of the number,
function or location of the structures. A Mrs. Engleman provided a personal account of the
structures located at the site to Huntington journalist F.S. Bash in the 1920's or 1930's. According
to Mrs. Engleman, the house was in existence by at least 1844 and the Council House, which later
became the summer kitchen and garage, was in existence before that. Thad Butler, a journalist and
an 1880 census recorder, reported that by 1880 a farm residence existed at the site of the
Richardville / LaFontain house. Various accounts confirm the habitation of the house up to the
mid-1960's, at which time residential occupation ceased. The vast majority of historic artifacts
recovered from the site support a mid-19th century to early/mid 20th century residential
occupation of the house site. Additionally, although mixed throughout the portion of the site
excavated, the existence of prehistoric artifacts at the site would support at least sporadic
prehistoric occupation of the site.

Domestic Trends

Oral and archival history and artifact patterns have confirmed that some of the structures
at site 12-Hu-1013 were domestic in nature. The large number of artifacts from the Kitchen
Group recovered from Units 2, 3 and 6 suggest that these units were near the suspected location
of a summer kitchen. Additionally, the fact that 80% of the artifacts recovered from the
excavation were from the Kitchen, Bone and Architecture Groups support the notion that the site
was domestic in nature.

Site Integrity

It is apparent, based on an analysis of the artifacts recovered from the site, that the
integrity of the portion of the site excavated during the summer of 1999 is compromised. As
previously discussed, none of the six units excavated contained a good stratigraphic sequence.
Mixing of artifacts, both historic and prehistoric, was evident in all of the units excavated. Based
on the stratigraphy of the units excavated during the summer of 1999, extensive disturbance to at
least the southern Y4 of the site is evident.

Recommendations for Additional Work

Although disturbance to site 12-Hu-1013 appears to be extensive, additional excavation
may reveal areas with relatively intact archaeological deposits. Additional excavation at the site
should concentrate on areas removed from the former location of the house. The greatest amount
of disturbance most likely occurred during the removal of the house. Areas outside of the
immediate vicinity of the former location of the house could still contain a relatively intact
stratigraphic record of the site’s occupation.

Additionally, once other Miami habitation sites are identified and excavated, a more
detailed analysis of the artifacts recovered during the two week excavation could provide
information concerning the ethnicity and socio-economic status of the inhabitants of the site.
Particular attention should be paid to ceramic vessels, ceramic pipe fragments, glass and ceramic
beads and jewelry. A more detailed analysis of the artifacts could also concentrate on material
manifestations of ethnicity. Through oral and archival history it is known that the site was
occupied by Native Americans of Miami Tribal affiliation. If material culture indicative of historic
Miami occupation can be identified it could be compared to the material culture of other historic
Miami sites. Recent research has shown that the relationship between material culture and
ethnicity is by no means intrinsic. The relationship appears to be based on a highly dynamic and
negotiable system of identifying boundaries of belonging and not belonging which often remain
hidden archaeologically (Rotman et al. 1998, Smith 1998). Although a visible material ethnic
signature might not be manifested on historic Miami sites, the identification of one, 1f it exists,
could help in the interpretation and comparison of these types of historic sites. However, these
questions can be addressed only after additional excavation and documentation of historic Miami
habitation sites where a sufficient number of artifacts are recovered to allow comparisons.

Conclusions

A two week excavation at the former location of the Richardville / LaFontain house
resulted in the recovery of 30,000 historic and prehistoric artifacts. Unfortunately, the area
investigated during the excavation appeared, from artifact analysis, to be stratigraphically mixed.
A mean ceramic date of 1891.1 was established for the site and intersite artifact patterning was
completed. The artifact patterning confirmed, through artifactual evidence, the domestic nature of
the site.

Historical records support the notion that Francis and Catherine LaFontain’s daughter
Archangel lived at the site from c. 1866 to 1918. Although the property associated with the house
was certainly owned by J.B. Richardville and then Francis and Catherine L.aFontaine prior to
1866, concrete historical evidence of their occupation of a house at the site does not exist.
Archaeological evidence from the 1989 and 1999 excavations suggest a beginning occupation
date of the mid-1800's. However, without the recovery of artifacts directly linked to J.B.
Richardville or the LaFontains it is impossible for the archaeological record to support the
conclusion that the site was occupied by any of these individuals.

Although the area investigated appears to be disturbed as a result of the removal of the
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house from the site area, portions of the site outside of the immediate area of investigation could
have intact archaeological deposits present. It is suggested that additional archaeological
investigation proceed any ground disturbing activities conducted on portions of the site not
investigated by Historic Forks of the Wabash and Ball State University in 1989 and 1999.

A description of the rosary beads from Huntington (12-HU-1013)

Those beads identified by James Jones, Indiana State Archaeologist, as rosary
beads are described below. There are four specimens, one associated with a crucifix and
a bit of chain link. There were several other lengths of similar chain recovered that need
to be looked at further to determine if they are from the same or a similar rosary.

Artifact description

Kidd (1970), working from glass beads discovered at a variety of Canadian
Historic sites, developed a general bead typology for northeastern North America.

Black facetted beads

Specimen catalog number 1999.37. 5.8 found in Unit 5, Level 3, is a single glass
bead, opaque black with 12 facets. It is rectangular in shape. There are two holes
running through the sides. The bead shape is plano-convex (Dubin 1987: 343). Kidd
lists this bead type as WII, monochrome, more elaborate shapes, facets (variant ¢, 1970:
53). Pictured 1n the colored plate, this type is described as “five-sided” opaque black
(Kidd 1970: 85, Color Plate V, 62 specimen Wllcl). Facets are most likely pressed,
rather then cut due to their rounded edges (Coles 1990: 25). These types were much
cheaper to make.

Specimen catalog number 1999.37.5.11 found in Unit 5, Level 3 is a single glass
bead fragment, opaque black, teardrop shaped with 13 pressed facets. There 1s a hole
running through the side of the fragment; the specimen appears to have broken at the site
of another hole. This one is also plano-convex in shape. Kidd bead type is the same as
the previous bead.

Specimen (no catalog number) found in Unit 5, along the wall 1s a single glass
bead. 1t is intact and of the same bead size as the previous, broken bead. There are two
holes running through the sides. One side is flat, other side is plano-convex with 18
pressed facets. Facets are rounded, edges are ground into a six-sided oval shape with two
pointed ends. Type is same as previous two beads.

Red bead
Specimen catalog number 1999.37.3.22 found in Unit 3, Level 3, is a single small
red glass bead with a metal crucifix and a few links of chain. The bead has



approximately 15 pressed facets and is slightly worn. A facetted hexagonal sphere (Dubin
1989: 343). Kidd bead type is the same as the other faceted beads.

White bead

Specimen catalog number 1999.37.3 .46 found in Unit 3, Level 3 is a single small,
opaque white glass bead attached to a small length of chain. It is spherical or barrel in
shape (Dubin 1989: 342). Kidd bead type is Group W1 (1970:53). Wire wound, simple
shapes, monochrome, this particular specimen is very similar to the “doughnut shaped”
W1d (Kidd 1970: 53). These tiny glass beads are called rocailles or seed beads and were
most often used in embroidery or weaving due to their uniform shape (Coles 1990: 42-
43).

An Examination of the Buttons Found at the Richardville/LaFontaine House
(12-Hu-1013) Excavations at Huntington, Indiana

Buttons are ordinary everyday objects. However, because they are used in daily life,
their potential for providing information in an archaeological context is overlooked. In the
summer of 1999, the siie of the former Richardville/Lal‘ontaine house was excavated. During
this excavation, nunerous buttons were recovered from all over the site. In order (o learn
more about these buttons, this research was conducted.

Introduction

Buttons have been documented as being used as clothing fasteners since the late sixteenth
and early seventeenth century (Hume 1969:88). While considerable research has taken place on
the evolution of the button, most of it has been done in England, and very little of it was ever
published. There are very few rules that can be applied to the dating of buttons, and without a
manufacture date for the materials they are made of or a specific datable design (such as a
portrait, military insignia, or artistic style) buttons are nearly impossible to date (Hume 1969:89).

Buttons can be made of many types of material with varying degrees of complexity.
Materials that have been used, some of which are still used, include natural materials such as
animal bone, animal horn or hoof, wood, or shell and inorganic materials such as metal, glass,
ceramic, rubber and plastic. Other less common materials include gold, silver, pewter, and
precious stones (Luscomb 1992:12). While some buttons appear to be strictly utilitarian and
plain, others are very decorative. Decorations include nature motifs, geometric designs, military
insignias, animal motifs, hand painting, decals, carving, and molded shapes (Luscomb 1992:14).

Buttons have often been subject to the curation effect. Most households have a “button
jar” that contains any buttons that fall off clothing, extra buttons from sewing projects, and
buttons which have appeared “mysteriously” from an unknown source. Often, these button jars
are passed down from mother to child. During the time that each successive generation has the
button jar they add to it and take from it, often mixing antique buttons with more modern ones
unknowingly (Luscomb 1992:22). Buttons are often kept as mementos because they are both
small and portable. When clothing becomes worn or is no longer useful, the buttons may be
removed from it and kept for later use. Buttons often turn up in trunks, jewelry boxes, sewing
boxes, and mixed with other items in junk drawers and boxes (Luscomb 1992:22).

Most buttons are difficult to place in time in and of themselves. In most cases, context
may provide the clues to the time-period the button was manufactured. The best source of
context information is the clothing item to which the button was attached, as fashion trends are
usually documented. Seamstresses and tailors often had patterns of the clothes they made, and
later mass-produced clothing items and notions were available through both retail stores and
catalogs (Sears, Roebuck and Co. Catalog 1902:940). Button styles also tend to resemble the
jewelry style, popular stones and imitation stones, and technique of manufacture of the time
(Hughes and Lester 1981:3). Some porcelain, ceramic and glass manufacturers (such as Tiffany
and Co., Lalique, Waterford, and Wedgewood) created special decorative buttons that can be
dated by the date the design was registered with the company. Some “art” button were made, but



very few of these can be traced to a manufacturer as they were made in very small quantities
{Hughes and Lester 1981:4)

Research Geal and Objective

In the summer of 1999, the former site of the Richardville-LaFontaine house (12-Hu-
1013) was excavated. During the course of this excavation, thousands of artifacts were
recovered. Of these artifacts, over 100 buttons were recovered from the six units that were put
into the site. Ofthese, exactly 100 buttons were unbroken buttons made of various materials.

The goal of this research is an analysis of these buttons to determine if they can be dated
in time or associated with a particular clothing item.

Materials and Methods

Of all buttons recovered from the Richardville/LaFontaine house, 93 were complete.
Only those button were included in this research, as the buttons were generally small and well
preserved so that it was not necessary to include the broken and damaged buttons. The buttons
were separated in to several categories based on the material they were made of. These materials
were separated into two types, organic and inorganic, and the further separated into sub-materials
(Table 1).

The buttons were then counted and placed into two size categories, small and large. As
several buttons from this collection appear to be manufactured by hand of local materials, the
size of the buttons varies. Any button that is 1cm in diameter or less will be considered “small”
and any button that is larger than 1 cm in diameter will be considered “large”. Other
characteristics of the buttons that will be noted are the color and number of holes or type of
attachment (stemmed or looped), the shape (bow! or flat), and then whether or not they are
decorated (decorated or plain). Buttons that are not stemmed or looped are considered “sew-
through” buttons. All sew-through buttons are considered flat, and the number of holes through
the button are noted. The majority of the metal buttons included in this sample are rusted, and 1t
is difficult to tell if they are decorated or not. For this reason, all metal buttons will be
considered “plain”.

Because the majority of this site is disturbed; the provience of the buttons was not taken
into consideration in this analysis.

The dating of these buttons will be based on the information present in the IMACS users
guide (April 1984). The type of clothing that these buttons may be associated with will be
assessed from the same material.



Data Analysis

After separating the buttons into groups based on material, size, color, type of
attachment, and shape, the buttons were placed into 49 specific categories. The category
description and number of buttons in the category are listed in Table 2.

Button Time-Period Analysis

The dating for these buttons based on the time line given in the IMACS users guide
(April 1984) is located in Table 3.

The buttons made of mixed materials (7 buttons) were not included in the dating, as there was no
provision for them. All of the buttons from the Richardville/.aFontaine excavation are post-
1802. The majority of the buttons present are from 1840-1918 period, based on the large
percentage of glass, metal, and shell/bone buttons.

Button/Clothing Association Analysis

None of the buttons recovered from the Richardville/LaFontaine excavations were
associated with or attached to any form of clothing. However, 27% of the buttons were small
glass buttons. These buttons are most commonly associated with undergarments such as
pantaloons, petticoats, and male underpants (Hughes and Lester 1981 :55). The metal buttons
made up 25% of the total buttons and have variety of uses, but were most commonly used on
military uniforms or military-style clothing (Hughes and Lester 1981:103). The shell and bone
buttons are considered one category based on the dating chart and are 23.5% of the total buttons
present at the site. Shell buttons are commonly used both and male and female undergarments,
and were also used on button-down shirts for both males and females (Hughes and Lester
1981:22). Bone buttons and synthetic buttons are most often used on outer wear of all types,
including shirts, pants, skirts and jackets (Hughes and Lester 1981:188).
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What the Button Assemblage Says about the Richardville/l.aFontaine Site

The majority of the buttons found at the Richardville/Lafontaine site were common
everyday-type buttons. While they were not remarkable in anyway, these buttons indicate that
the individuals that lived at the site had access to mass-produced goods, specifically glass
buttons. The shell and bone buttons were likely to have been man made from local materials.
However, because of the nature of the material, it is nearly impossible to tell if the buttons made
from bone and-shell are indeed from a local source.

Conclusion

At first glance, buttons appear to be indicative artifacts. Upon further analysis, unless the
buttons have a maker's mark, are extremely valuable (made from Wedgwood porcelain, gold,
silver, pewter or set with precious stones), or have decorations or motifs that can be associated
with a specific time period.(Victorian decals, Art Deco or Art Nuevo designs), they are difficult
to place in time.

Some of the small white and black glass plain buttons are made today using the same
manufacturing process as was used 100 years ago. The old buttons are indistinguishable from
the buttons commercial available at your local notions shop. Metal buttons in an archaeological
context often rust, leaving the designs on their faces undecipherable.

However button analysis is still a useful tool. If these same techniques were used in an
archacological site that contained a more indicative sample of buttons, more information could
be gained.
