Lead testing for children from 9 months and above is available using point-of-care (POC) testing. The POC test results will be given within 5-10 minutes of testing and will be shared with the health dept.

Oral Health Screening
Screening patients for the purpose of identifying early signs of tooth decay and gum disease that will require the attention of a dentist in school aged children.
