Ambulatory Individuals: 
• Proceed to the lower levels of the building. When 

possible, shelter should be taken in the basement, 
interior hallway, and/or bathrooms without windows. 

Non-Ambulatory Individuals: 
• Do not use elevators. 
• Move to the most interior area of your building’s floor, 

away from windows, and exterior doors. Interior 
hallways, bathrooms, and other designated shelter 
areas are preferred. 

• Remain in the shelter area until an official all-clear has 
been issued by University officials or emergency 
personnel.

location and will assist with evacuation as conditions 
permit. 

• Do not use the elevators.
