
Must be in the �nal two years of an accredited 
health professions program. (Two-year degree 
programs are eligible to apply)

Must be available to participate for two years.

Must have reliable transportation - this program 
includes multiple site visits across the selected 
AHEC region.

Must be able to provide the necessary paperwork 
(such as W-9 and direct deposit form) to receive 
the annual stipend of $750 that supports 
participation in AHEC Scholars.









Must be willing to respond to AHEC on an annual 
basis upon completion of the fellowship for updates 
on practice location and activities.

Must submit program evaluations related to 
fellowship activities.

Must be available to participate in 40 hours of 
online learning units and 40 hours of team-based 
community experiences per year (for two years).

Must be willing to submit to a criminal background 
check and drug screening.








