Curriculum

e The curriculum includes a core of music education
courses designed to support growth as a K-12 music
educator and serve as a quality foundation for those
who may choose to pursue advanced doctoral study.

e Supplemental studies include a balance of selected
courses in music history, music theory, and music
performance.

e Unique field-based options are also available, allowing
candidates to benefit from virtual mentorship by
education and/or performance faculty in their authentic
teaching settings and to earn credit for participation in
professional conferences.

e Candidates choose from capstone experiences
including a research thesis, creative project, or
cognate paper.
