Resume or Vita (submit one or the other, not both) Instructions
Your resume or vita should be current and include at least the following information:
· name
· contact information (current and permanent)
· educational experience (do not include high school information)
· psychology-related professional experience (paid, volunteer, and internship; teaching, research, and service; membership/office in Psi Chi or psychology-related organization)
· other Professional Experience (experiences not directly related to psychology)
· honors and awards

Save your resume as lastname Resume.pdf (e.g., Gaither Resume.pdf) OR save your vita as lastname Vita.pdf (e.g, Gaither Vita.pdf)



Essay Instructions 
Describe the student-related activities in which you have participated, including but not limited to research assistantship, teaching assistantships, internships, and volunteer work and how these activities have shaped your career goals. Emphasize leadership experiences, both psychology and non-psychology related skills that you have developed, and your commitment to a career in psychology or a related field.  Please provide specific examples.  
1. Length - Approximately 2 pages (double-spaced, 1” margins, 12-point standard font). Maximum length is 3 pages.
2. Examples of experiences should come from those that you have had during your undergraduate career (emphasizing experiences at Ball State) and should also be listed on your vita or resume.
3. Your essay should clearly and concisely connect your undergraduate experiences with your professional goals.
4. Your essay should be free of spelling and grammatical errors.
5. Consider drawing upon the writing assignments that you submitted in PSYS 295.
6. Ensure that you do not break confidentiality by providing sensitive information about specific people. That is, if you provide examples from clinical, volunteer, or research work, do not provide the real names of clients or participants. Moreover, do not provide other student’s real names if discussing your academic experiences.
