Applicants must meet the admission requirements of the Graduate School and be approved by the Department of
Urban Planning. International students must also meet the financial, English language, U.S. immigration (visa), and
transcript certification requirements of the Rinker Center for International Programs (RCIP).

The curriculum is comprised of a common core of knowledge that is essential to planning and allied electives available

in planning and other fields.

Our master’s
program was first accredited in January 1993 and has been reaccredited
successively since that year.

Spring 2017 was the last such visit, and at that time, both programs were
reaccredited until Dec. 31, 2022.
