Course Description: Experience in duties and responsibilities of the counseling psychologist. Full-time internship (minimum 1,500 hours) in an approved agency under the joint supervision of the university and the internship site professional staff. Normally taken for three or more consecutive semesters. Offered credit/no credit only.
Purpose of the Course: To provide doctoral students with an official record of their doctoral internship.

Course Objectives:
· Continue supervised direct counseling services 
· Develop advanced case conceptual and treatment planning skills
· Develop advanced skills with treatment outcome assessment, outreach, provision of supervision  
· Develop psychological assessment skills

Prerequisite: admission to the doctoral program and permission of the departmental director of doctoral programs. Open only to doctoral students in counseling psychology.
Note: course is worth 0 credit hours; it is designed as the official notification of the transcript of successful completion of the required doctoral internship. 

Course Materials:  None required.

COURSE REQUIREMENTS

Acceptance in a department-approved doctoral internship in counseling psychology. Credit is issued at the end of each semester of the internship, demonstrating appropriate progress through the internship.

The doctoral internship is completed in an approved mental health setting (e.g., UCC, VA, CMHC, medical setting). The setting is typically located anywhere in the US or Canada, and is full-time. Students are considered full-time students of BSU while completing the doctoral internship. 

FINAL GRADE: students will receive CR at the end of each semester of the internship, unless the department receives some indication of less-than-satisfactory progress. In that eventuality, students will receive NC.
