Course Description 
Students enrolled in MUSP710 will further develop musical and technical command of the keyboard and its literature. Each semester of study will be tailored to help individual students hone needed skills and knowledge, prepare recitals, and successfully complete  their degree track.

- Doctor of Arts with primary emphasis in Piano Performance

Student Learning Objectives / Outcomes
Specific goals and objectives to be established between the instructor and individual student.  At the completion of a semester, students will gain:
• Increased fluency in musicianship, sight-reading and memorization
• Learn to understand texture holistically, and to adjust voicing accordingly 
• further development of their technique 
• New approaches to overcome performance anxiety and physical tension
• An improved understanding of style and interpretation

Course Rationale
This course will help the student to continue developing applied piano skills. Approaches to all musical and technical aspects of piano performance will be emphasized.

Course Expectations
Repertoire and related assignments will be made on an individual basis according to ability and musical experience. Students are expected to be prepared for lessons and be available to attend/participate in studio class, area recital hour, and general recital hour. Students will regularly attend guest and faculty recitals and master classes.

Note:  An 'A' is an earned grade based on your weekly performance at lessons. You must show evidence of pianistic progress on a regular and consistent basis.   If a concept or fingering mentioned in a previous lesson has not been applied through daily practice as evidenced by lesson performance, your grade for that lesson will reflect this.  Student progress is documented throughout the semester.  

Course Calendar
Beyond weekly lessons (see lesson schedule) and Studio Class held each Friday at 9AM, each student must attend all piano area faculty and guest performances and master classes. A separate calendar for these events will be shared with you via the Piano Area Google Calendar and will be kept up to date by the piano area.

Studio Policy / Attendance
Attendance is expected at all lessons.  Due to the difficulty of scheduling make-ups, lessons should rarely, if ever, be missed. Each student has access to the lesson schedule on Google Calendar and contact information for all studio members. In the event that you have an unavoidable conflict, are feeling ill, please arrange to switch lessons with a fellow studio member and make the appropriate change on Google Calendar. Do not schedule doctor appointments or similar appointments against your lesson time. Students are expected to come to their lessons prepared and with music. If you show up to a lesson entirely unprepared, it is equivalent to a missed lesson.

DA Jury Requirements
In the event that a DA student has not scheduled a first recital by the end of their 2nd semester of study, they must play a jury which impacts their grade. Exceptions are granted if the student has a recital scheduled within 3 weeks following the end of semester. Furthermore, a jury must be taken in each subsequent semester until the 1st doctoral recital is successfully passed.
Duration: 15 mins
Repertoire: 30 mins of music. Piano faculty will make selections at the jury
Grading: 50 percent of the final applied lessons grade
