Catalog Description:
This course focuses on techniques used to maintain effective human relations and use of human resources.  Staff evaluation systems, staffing projections, staff-related record management, benefit programs, etc. Emphasizes negotiations in the public sector and contract management.

Course Content:
This course will provide an overview of the role of a human resource professional. This course will address the eight primary human resource responsibilities:  planning, recruitment, selection, placement and induction, staff development, performance evaluation, compensation, and collective bargaining. Students will be responsible for the content of required texts as well as the laws which apply to the following topics.

Course Objectives:
By the end of this course, and with reasonable effort, students will:
1. Analyze best practices in personnel management and determine your role as an educational leader within these areas.
2. Analyze the impact of bias in hiring practices, including the student's own biases.
3. Differentiate the responsibilities and challenges in recruiting and hiring staff for positions in schools.
4. Differentiate several elements of an effective orientation/mentoring program for new hires.
5. Evaluate the impact and challenges in retention of school personnel.
6. Critique the impact of teacher evaluation on school staff from the lens of leadership.
7. Assess the Principal’s role in compensation and benefits, rewarding, and motivating employees.
8. Identify important aspects of the collective bargaining process, including the role of unions and the IEERB process for Indiana schools.
9. Determine what documents belong in a school employee’s file including how to handle employee access to a personnel file.
10. Analyze and apply the employee discipline process which includes steps for conducting an investigation and the factors required in decision-making.
11. Evaluate and implement district, state, and federal policies related to personnel management to ensure consistent, ethical, and transparent decision-making that supports a positive school culture and minimizes legal and organizational risks.
Engagement:
Students will engage in this course through meaningful and authentic projects/activities. This course is designed to not only foster foundational knowledge in human resources management through course readings and lectures, but also hone knowledge and skills through active review, analysis, interaction, and framing. 

Students will be resourceful in obtaining important and relevant human resources documents and applying their foundational knowledge to analyze the purposes and potential effects of the policies within. Students will interact in multiple instances with individuals directly involved in human resources management and collective bargaining, through interview and shadowing activities. Students will interact with each other while researching how human resources topics apply to current events. Students will conduct essential framing by examining school demographics, recruitment policies, and hiring practices through an equity lens. Students will also continue progressing through a key thread in our program courses, regarding the importance of effective collaboration between school principals and school counselors.

Context:
Schools are responsible to a broader society. This course examines both federal and state laws regarding personnel. It also exposes students to the ways in which school corporations develop somewhat different policies based upon these same laws. Contemporary issues and developing trends in personnel management will be examined. This course is designed to help students develop knowledge and skills in areas related to human resources. This course will be useful to aspiring school leaders in directly or indirectly addressing such areas.

Way in which I will communicate to students:
Every Sunday, I will send you an announcement through Canvas that gives you a brief synopsis of what the coming work’s week will entail.  Periodically, I may send a second announcement during the week to clarify expectations or to bring something to your attention. You should always read these announcements from me when you receive them.

Communication Expectations for All:
· A respectful tone is used by all community members in all forms of communication.
· Written communications, both formal and informal, use the official language of instruction rather than popular online abbreviations and graphic elements often used in social media interactions.

Methods of Student Evaluation:
Students are requested to turn in several written assignments in this course. Discussion Board participation will also be a part of the class. The final grade in the course will be assigned based on the quality of the student’s work and adherence to the criteria listed with each assignment (rubric, how to earn points, criteria, etc.)  All assignments are submitted through Canvas and due at midnight on the due date.  I generally will grade within 24-48 hours of an assignment being turned in with points earned as well as written comments and/or feedback. 

Note – There is a 10% penalty for each day late unless prior approval was discussed with the instructor.  Assignments that are more than 7 days late will be scored as “O.”
