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Course Description

This comprehensive studio integrates research/analysis of an existing or proposed structure. The self-directed research is completed in the Senior Capstone 1: Interior Design Programming and Research (IDES 420) and is applied in this studio. This capstone includes contextual development of interior solutions, consideration of building constraints, and specification of specialized products and materials. 

Prerequisite: Senior Capstone 1: Interior Design Programming and Research (IDES 420)

	
Introduction

	This course builds upon work from IDES420 ID Research and Programming and positions each student for professional employment or continued education through individualized diverse study and design. Each student is required to select and define his/her own project. During the first week, students are expected to present their findings from IDES420. Students will be required to explain how their design is uniquely placed in the world. What makes the project different than others similar projects? Why is the design important to society? 

Students are required to solve a problem with their design project. Problems occur in a variety of ways: structural, spatial, sustainable, ethical, theoretical, etc. so each student will determine which problem(s) are most important to the design solution and through critical thinking students will solve this design problem. 

The selected project should also:
· Be of interest to you and (ideally) compliment, or fill a gap, in your portfolio
· Be reasonably complex, not necessarily a large square footage so much as a comprehensive scope (approx. 8,000-15,000 square feet)
· Should serve a public audience, as opposed to one specific user
· Primarily have an interior focus

The selected project will parallel conventional interior practice involving programming, schematic design, design development, and graphics representation of the space. This course will require rigorous investigation and development of a program prior to designing.  Multiple iterations will be explored before pin-ups. The final design solution will be displayed via design graphics representing: furniture plans, reflected ceiling plans, interior elevations, building sections, details, modeling, interior finishes, furniture selections, marketing materials, etc.

In order to begin, students will need to select a building site and obtain measured drawings or personally field measure.  The building should be thoroughly documented and photographed. The selected building should be appropriate for your project in terms of both scale and purpose. You may select a building outside of Muncie. If you do so, thorough documentation is important, since it will be difficult to access the building frequently.

Course Rationale
Based on industry standards provided by the Council for Interior Design Accreditation (CIDA), students must solve progressively complex design problems. In this final studio, students use precedents and research to synthesize creative design solutions for a complex design project. They complete a comprehensive set of construction documents and use their best communication skills to present the design solution at the end of the semester.

Interior Design Program Policies
Senior Exit Survey: All senior students are required to complete an exit survey prior to graduation.
Attendance / Preparation: You are required to attend and participate in each class session for the entire period. You are also expected to be prepared with the proper supplies/materials and to turn in assignments on time. If you arrive after attendance has been taken it is your responsibility to contact the instructor immediately following class. Otherwise, you will remain absent.
Missed Classes:  You are granted two unexcused absences if your course meets two times a week. You are granted three unexcused absences if your course meets three times a week. Each unexcused absence after the allowed unexcused absences will lower your final grade by ten percent (10%) or one letter grade for the semester. For example, if a student has five unexcused absences in a studio that meets twice a week and has a grade of 95%. The final grade of for that student would be 65% (eg. current grade 95% with 5 unexcused absences (2 granted free, 3 deducted). Thus, 95%-10% (deduct for third absence)+10% (deduct for third absence)-10% (deduct for third absence)=65% would be the final grade).
For excused and unexcused absences, the following applies:
· If you miss a class you must check with fellow students to find out what you missed. Your instructor will not hold private make-up teaching sessions with you due to your absence.  It is your responsibility to keep yourself up to date with class materials.

For excused absences, scan and email the following to your instructor within one week of your absence or, the excuse will be considered unexcused:
· funeral: documentation that shows your relationship to the person, date and location of event.
· illness: an official doctor's excuse for date(s) missed and expected return date as anticipated by the doctor, health center excuses have been abused and will be scrutinized closely.
· field trips: an official field trip notice for date(s) missed (must be on letterhead for the department with appropriate signatures). 
· If you have special circumstances (lengthy illness, death in family, etc.) contact the instructor immediately to make plans for keeping up with work during your absence.

All documentation must be submitted within one week of the incident date to be valid.

Attendance: Attendance will be taken at the time the instructor chooses during the class period. Be careful of late arrival and early departure as they could result in an unexcused absence if attendance has already been taken. The instructor may choose to take attendance at the beginning and end of class if students leave early. It is the student’s responsibility to talk to the instructor if they arrive late to the class, or need to leave early, and would like to be considered present. It is the instructor’s decision if they will mark you present.
Technology Use: There will be appropriate times to use technology during class. Your instructor will let you know when it is appropriate to use technology. Otherwise, turn off and put away all cellphones, ipods, ipads, laptops, etc. during lectures, class discussions, and student presentations. Inappropriate use of technology will be recorded and deducted from your final grade if necessary. No unauthorized recording or documenting is allowed during lectures, labs, or studios. Please obtain consent if you wish to record.

Digital File Backup: Be sure to backup digital files daily to an external source other than your laptop (OneDrive, external hard drive, server outside of the university, etc.). Crashes, theft, and loss of information is your responsibility. Digital file failures are no excuse for late assignments.
Assignment Completion: Careful attention has been given to allow the appropriate amount of hours in order to complete projects; assignments typically take between two to three hours of homework time (outside of class) for every one hour in class. An example is that a three (3) credit hour class can require up to nine (9) hours per week outside of class time to complete homework assigned throughout the week.
Working in class is essential for skill development. You are expected to make efficient use of studio work time by working on projects pertaining to the course. Working on other course assignments during that time may result in an absence for the day and you might be asked to leave class.
Studio Maintenance: The studio must be maintained after every use; clean the table tops, discard/recycle trash, and store your materials after each use of the studio.
· Storage lockers are available for your supplies and are dispersed/available through the ID student employees the first week of school. Keys must be returned at the designated time stipulated in your contract or a $25 fee will be required.
· White storage boxes are available in the studio areas. These boxes are for storage of models and flat works. These boxes should not leave the interior design area and need to be cleaned out by Wednesday of finals week.

Studio Environment:  The studio is a professional environment and is the basis for our interactions with colleagues, and our opportunity to safely explore notions and resources. The classroom should provide a climate that facilitates discussion and offer an atmosphere that is accepting of all students’ ideas. Respect is at the heart of this environment; all opinions will be heard and respected. Everyone will have a chance to talk but please, only one person speak at a time. Talking over another does nothing to make your case. 

Similarly, this place and the equipment and furnishings should also be treated with respect. We recognize that long hours spent in this space means that life needs to happen in the space as well ...food and drink, communication with family and friends, study for other courses, etc. However, class meeting times are reserved for class-specific work. Take care of your personal business before or after class (this includes buying supplies for class or attending to university business). Scheduled studio time is not the time to text, e-mail, take calls, or work on outside projects. Even outside of class time, students should respect everyone’s right to a positive studio environment that is supportive of serious work.

Please attend to everything you bring into the classroom and put away or dispose of items when you are finished. Please review the guidelines set forth in the Student Handbook on the other policies throughout the university.

Virtual Presentation Camera Policy:  During virtual class presentations and critiques, all students are expected to keep their cameras on for the duration of the session. Interior design is a visual and interactive discipline, and active engagement including visible presence is essential for meaningful critique and professional conduct. Keeping cameras on allows the instructor and presenters to gauge attention, encourages accountability, and mirrors expectations in professional design meetings. Students with documented accommodations, technology limitations, or extenuating circumstances should contact the instructor in advance to discuss alternatives. Failure to comply may affect participation or professionalism grades.


Use of Artificial Intelligence (AI) Tools: Artificial intelligence tools (such as ChatGPT, image generators, or similar platforms) may be used in this course only as a supportive tool for brainstorming, preliminary research, organizing ideas, or refining written communication. AI may not be used to generate final design concepts, drawings, renderings, or written work submitted as your own without substantial personal development, critical thinking, and original authorship. All design decisions, visual work, and final narratives must reflect the student’s independent thinking and studio process. Any use of AI must be transparent and properly acknowledged. Misuse of AI including submitting AI-generated work as original or allowing AI to replace the design process will be treated as academic misconduct and addressed according to university policy.
