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Catalogue Description
Graduate preservation exercises involving project-based learning, with opportunity to apply technical skills and academic concepts to community and professional preservation problems.

Course Objectives:
The basic objective of this studio will be to investigate the variety of issues, skills, principles and techniques of preservation projects at various levels.  Integral to the objectives of this course is the development of skills associated with assessment, problem identification, analysis and preservation project development.  Students will be asked to apply a variety of tools, programs and efforts available to proactive planning for preservation development.  A secondary objective of the course is to acquaint the students with the challenges of project management and preservation practice.

The studio experience will be organized around a primary project and opportunities for reflection.

4)	Reflective Essays:  Each student will be required to write 2 reflective papers through the course of the semester.  Topics will be assigned posing questions or topics/themes relative to the projects and activities of the studio course. Students will be given a prompt for each paper. For each paper:
· Identify a major theme or topic.  Start by creating a thesis statement.
· The paper/essay should reference readings, projects, or other outside references to support your statement. Wikipedia is not a source in itself, be able to substantiate valuable internet sources.
· Summarize the concept(s) in their applicability to historic preservation.
· Format: 500-750 words, 12 point font.
· Due dates noted on syllabus. 
· Papers will be evaluated on how accurately you articulate the concept(s), the appropriateness of the examples, and ability to formulate an idea and support that idea in written form.  (Hint: Do Not Use First Person)

Course Format:
The studio’s activities will be organized around the development of a series of tasks that will evolve from individual and group work. Class sessions will include discussions, presentations, field trips, studio workdays and field workshops. Some class time has been allotted for this; however, students will be required to spend additional time completing the work. The nature of the course will involve trips to the community for research, observations, and other activities, etc.  

The class meets on Monday and Wednesday mornings. It is expected that students will use this entire time productively toward completion of studio projects. It is expected that the class participants focus on work/discussion of studio projects during those times. Please check the course schedule for meeting times outside of scheduled studio time.  

As is the nature of any preservation project and any studio course, the projects will develop as we learn more about the specific project and their needs. We will investigate the subject areas in an effort to help develop a proactive approach to the preservation of the specific need. The process of developing preservation initiatives/plans is one of creative problem solving. Creative problem solving requires a stable approach to flexibility.  When dealing with creative problem solving and when dealing with community planning, you have to have a flexible, but stable, approach to the problem. The stability is the general framework or outline for the process used to solve a problem. But you must be flexible in the ability to apply that framework as the specifics of a project develop.

Evaluation and Grading: 
Individual final grades will be an evaluation of the student’s engagement in all project’s stages, activities, and documentation of process, final result, and reflection through a series of essays.  Each student will be expected to contribute to class discussion, group activities, and on project work.  Participation and engagement will be a part of your grade. Simply showing up in all the class activities will not merit a passing grade.  Interpretation and scale of final grades will be as follows:

All assignments are due at the beginning of class unless noted otherwise. Late submittals will be penalized 1 letter grade – no exceptions. Each student will be expected to contribute to class discussion and group activities and participation will be 10% of your final studio grade. Simply being present in all the class activities will not merit a passing grade.  Interpretation and scale of final grades will be as follows: 

· A:  Excellence: work exceeds all requirements and demonstrates exemplary understanding.
A = 92%+, A- =90% to 92%
· B:  Good work: satisfaction of requirements and demonstration of a depth of understanding.
B+ = 88% to 90%, B = 82 to 88%, B- = 80 to 82%
· C:  Average work: satisfaction of requirements.  Minimum passing grade
C+ = 78 to 80%, C = 72 to 78%, C- = 70 to 72%
· D:  Needs improvement: incomplete or ineffective satisfaction of requirements.
D+ = 68 to 70%, D = 62 to 68%, D- = 60 to 62%
· F:  Fail
	Below 60%

Late Assignment Penalties
All assignments are due at the beginning of class unless noted otherwise. Late submittals will be penalized 5% of assignment grade for each calendar day late except under unique circumstances that are brought to the attention of the instructor with appropriate documentation at least 1 week prior to the due date. Assignments submitted more than 1 calendar week after due date will not be accepted.

Attendance, Participation, and Engagement
Attendance at all class meetings is expected. You are expected to actively participate/attend to all in scheduled class periods, discussions, activities, workshops, complete course reading assignments etc.  To receive the class participation and engagement grade, you are expected to contribute to class discussions and activities in a meaningful way every week and fully engage in all experiential activities.  This grade is not an attendance grade.  However, you will be unable to earn this component of your course grade without attending.  If situations or academic conflicts arise which preclude attendance, please notify the course instructor PRIOR class. In general, participation and engagement grades will be reflected as followings

Each student will be expected to contribute to class discussion and group activities and participation will be 10% of your final course grade.  Interpretation and scale of participation grades will be as follows: 

A: 	Attends all scheduled class times, engages in the activities of the class, dedicates appropriate time outside of scheduled class time consistent with the course, demonstrates full engagement and dedication to the project, demonstrates care in executing the work, shows initiative in project progression and completion.
B: 	Attends all scheduled class time, demonstrates engagement in class activities, and dedicates appropriate time outside of scheduled course time consistent with the course.
C: 	Attends all scheduled class times
D: 	Does not attend scheduled class times or is consistently last and/or unreasonably absent.
F:	Does not attend scheduled class times, does not engage in the project, and shows lack of care or respect for the people, process and goals of the projects.

While it may not always be apparent, attendance will be documented.  More than three unexcused absences will result in a reduction of your class participation portion of your final grade.  Excessive absence may be cause for receiving a failing grade in this course regardless of completion of exams and assignments. If extenuating circumstances occur, please let the instructor know as soon as possible.  Belated excuses will not be accepted.  Early departure and/or late arrivals from class will be noted and may be considered as an absence. During scheduled class time it is expected that you will be attending to class activities.

Excused absences for funerals, bereavement, jury duty or pregnancy will be granted with proper documentation per Appendix M of the Code of Student Rights and Responsibilities.
