• Integration: This course integrates the study of technology and business analytics with the study of business.
• Technology: students will be able to work effectively with software Microsoft Excel.

Course Modality/Structure
This course is delivered in person, meaning all class sessions are held face-to-face on campus at the scheduled meeting times and location listed in the syllabus. Course content will be delivered through a combination of instructor-led lectures, class discussions, in-class activities, and collaborative problem-solving exercises.
The course follows a weekly unit structure, with each week focused on specific topics and related assignments. Materials, lecture slides, and supplemental resources will be posted on Canvas in advance when possible. 
Class Attendance: Attendance for this course is not mandatory unless required by specific university policies, program requirements, or external funding/support obligations. However, students are responsible for all material covered in class, including announcements, discussions, and in-class activities. Active participation is strongly encouraged, as in-class engagement can enhance understanding of course concepts and better prepare students for graded assignments, exams and final project.
Students are expected to attend all of the class meetings. In this class, student attendance will be tracked through random quizzes, which are held in Canvas at the beginning of class meets. The credits carried by these quizzes contribute to the class participation categories.

However, some directory information may be released to third parties without your prior consent unless a written request to restrict this is on file. You can learn more about student rights to privacy by reading Ball State's FERPA and Privacy and Protection. 

Video Conferencing Recording
In this class, software may be used to record live class discussions. As a student in this class, your participation in live class discussions may be recorded. These recordings typically will be made available only to students enrolled in the class, to assist those who cannot attend the live session or to serve as a resource for those who would like to review content that was presented. Students who prefer to participate via audio only will be allowed to disable their video camera so only audio will be captured.
