COURSE DESCRIPTION:  MUST 211 meets three days per week (MWF) and continues with the study of tonal harmony taught in MUST 111 and 112, with a marked emphasis on chromatic harmony and form. Extensions to and applications of chromaticism to tonal harmony that are typical of the Romantic era are emphasized.  One should nonetheless keep in mind that a great number of these chromatic events are found in the music of the High Baroque and Classical eras as well.  

COURSE OBJECTIVE:  At the end of MUST 211 students will be able to recognize and write chromatic harmonies, including Neapolitans, chromatic mediants, augmented sixth chords, extended tertian chords, and many non-functional chromatic chords, as well as write and recognize different methods of chromatic modulation. Students will also be able to recognize sonata form, as well as know the parts and important internal relationships of a work in sonata form. 
PRE-REQUISITES: In order to take this course you must have passed MUST 112 or placed out of it. All students should also be enrolled in aural skills, MUST 201.

RATIONALE:  Every music major must be conversant with the materials of music in order to be able to read and understand music, perform music, compose music, or teach music. This course is the third in a series of five which covers the harmony and forms of written Western music.

ATTENDANCE:  The attendance policy for this particular music theory course is as follows: if more than six classes are missed, regardless of the reason (be it personal, health-related, field-trip-related, etc.), you will fail this course automatically.  You are expected and encouraged to attend every lecture.  The six-absence allowance is an extreme.  Six absences comprise 15% of regular class meetings (6/41 meetings = ca. 15%).  Such an excessive degree of absence offers the instructor an indisputable reason to fail the student. This policy is non-negotiable; please act responsibly. 

Excused attendences can be given for those with a doctor’s note or a university distributed travel notice. To get an excused absence, you must contact me ahead of the absence and schedule an alternative meeting with me (usually during office hours). This meeting is to make up the relevent class notes. It is your responcibility to contact me ahead of time and schedule a meeting. 
SPRING BREAK POLICY: Spring break begins on Saturday 2/28 and ends Sunday 3/8. I expect you to attend the class on Friday 2/27 and Monday 3/9. There will be 50 points (half a homework assignment) in extra credit for your attendence on Friday 2/27. No extra credit will be awarded to those who miss class on that day for any circumstances.

HOMEWORK:  All homework assignments must be turned in on time and must be neatly written/notated. The instructor has the right not to accept late homework and to ask that any sloppy or illegible assignment be recopied. Please always work in pencil – I will not accept assignments in pen OR in a notation program. If you miss a day of class, excused or not, submit it on canvas by 2 pm that day for full credit.  
LATE HOMEWORK POLICY: My personal late homework policy is homework can be turned in late anytime until the relevant test. Once the test has been handed out, every missing assignment will remain a 0. Every assignment, once turned in late, will have 30% deducted from it. If you would like an extension on a homework assignment, please email me by 8 pm the day before it is due. I am happy to schedule a meeting to assist you with the homework if you don’t understand something.
TESTS and QUIZZES:  The tests, final exam, and quizzes are uniform across all sections of this course. Make-ups for missed quizzes and exams are handled according to individual instructors’ discretion on a case-by-case basis.  Any request for a make-up test or quiz must begin with the student’s verification of an unavoidable and serious reason for the absence on that day.  

ACADEMIC INTEGRITY:  No form of academic misconduct such as plagiarism or cheating will be tolerated—be it in the context of an exam, a quiz or a homework assignment. Students are encouraged to help/consult with one another outside of class, but copying answers or collaborating on more than one or two sample problems constitutes cheating.  Note that it is very easy for an instructor to detect cheating (especially last-minute “copying”) in this class, as solutions to problems—whether erroneous or correct—will always possess telltale anomalies. Consult the BSU Student Handbook for a full discussion of the possible consequences of cheating.
