They will also observe, develop, and demonstrate initial core teaching practices.
Course goals

· Students will acquire a rationale for further study of English Language Arts in the secondary classroom.
· Students will examine their own beliefs about teaching English Language Arts and construct a vision for teaching English Language Arts that is based upon research-based best practices as supported by the National Council Teachers of English (NCTE).
· Students will observe and analyze a range of approaches to English Language Arts teaching and learning focusing on tasks, discourse, environment, and assessment.
· Students will demonstrate understanding of the licensure process, Interstate New Teacher Assessment and Support Consortium (INTASC) Standards, and Indiana Division of Professional Standards (DPS) Developmental and Content Standards.  They will begin to determine how they will demonstrate these standards and principles for licensure.  Students will begin to examine technology for learning and teaching in English Language Arts and demonstrate appropriate use of those technologies.
· Students will develop basic skills for teaching English Language Arts, especially written and oral communication skills.
