Study of literary works and cultural elements of the nineteenth century. Texts may span a variety of genres, including poetry, fiction, nonfiction prose, and drama.

Course Objectives
Course Objectives listed on the Primary Syllabus on file in the English department:
 In the Nineteenth-Century British Literature course, students will read and discuss a
variety of nineteenth-century British texts and explore the relationships between those
texts and their social, political, and literary contexts. The course may focus on a
particular literary movement, genre, or theme but is intended to provide students with the
experience of a range of authors and texts. Students will come away from the course with
a more in-depth understanding of literature and culture of the period. In addition, students
will further develop their ability to read critically and to write about literature.

Course Modality/Structure
Face-to-face, three times per week; Class is primarily a seminar in which active participation in discussion is expected; readings are usually assigned for each class session; assignments will be due by dates listed on Canvas.

Attendance
Students are expected to attend all of their classes. Daily participation grades are given (see Course Assignments). You must attend class to receive these points. Additional class sessions over the allotted number of participation points may be missed at no penalty; for MWF classes, there are four days that may be missed, and for TR classes, there are three. If you attend any of these additional sessions and complete the participation assignment, you will receive extra credit. If you miss more than three weeks of class, you risk failure of the course.
If you must miss a class session, be sure to turn in assignments (other than participation) on time. I also recommend finding out what was missed either from me or a classmate. In some cases, such as an excused absence or extended absence with extenuating circumstances, it is possible to make up participation points; please contact me (before missing class, if at all possible) to make arrangements. In these cases, I may require documentation. While you are expected to attend class in person, there may be extenuating circumstances, such as illness, in which you are unable to attend a class session in person. Under these circumstances, it is usually possible to attend by Zoom; if you need to do so, contact me before missing class. This class is designated as face-to-face, so Zoom attendance is not a regular option.
Being late to class on a regular basis may lower your grade. If class is canceled for any reason, check Canvas for messages from me. There will be an alternate assignment for the day so you don’t miss participation points. If I need to cancel class due to an emergency, I will try to leave a note on the classroom door for you. If there is no note, wait 15 minutes before you go.
